It is presumed that Mr. Straus heard
from them Wednesday night, for he de-
spatched his private secretary, Mr. Kln-
cald, nt once to see Senator Hill and
learn from his own lips' If hi was .pre-
ps red to stand by his expressed opinion
In favor Of letting trie LXX. tack their
ticket on the State ticket. Mr. Krn-ral- d

carried along with him a per-
sonal Utter from Mr. Straus which
Is said to bave Informed the Senator
that he (Straus) would withdraw at
once from the Mayoralty race unless
the LXX. and Mr. Grace were told to
flock by themselves "on the Republican
ticket, where they belong."

Mr. Klncald saw Senator Hill In Roch-
ester last night and brought with him
to thin city this morning the Senator's
reply to Mr. Straus's ultimatum.

That that reply was not to Mr.
Straus's liking is shown by the fact
that Its reception was closely followed
by Mr. Straus's announcement of his
withdrawal.

Horse Owners and Turfmen
Aroused to Quick Action.

Judge Burke and Cal. Bruce Give
Strong Arguments Against It,

Turfmen partly organized at the Glltejr
House last night to discuss the

amendment adopted at tbe
recent Constitutional Convention. The
meeting; nan called by a number of
breeders, horse owners and others In-

terested In racing.
The Initiative was taken by the trot-

ting horse breeders, who realise
that Incalculable harm will be done to
the breeding Interests of this and other
States should the amendment pass.

The Jockey Club was not rep-
resented, that body having decided to
remain passive in the matter, as told
in "The Evening World."

Heports from the farmers In the Inte-
rior of the State convey the Information
that they are bitterly opposed to the
amendment. A prominent Assemblyman
Is authority for this statement.

Judge Joseph J. Hurke, presiding
official at Narragansett Park, expresses
himself on the existing situation as
folluns:

"Mucn has been said about the
gambling features Indispensable

to horse racing. No man is compelled
to bet on racing, unions he feels his
means warrant it. The ready money
method of betting, which prevails in
this country, is much more desirable
than the methods which exist In Eng-
land. There, If a person Is well In-
troduced, he can bet large sums on
credit, and before he knows It, he is
head and heels in debt, all because htdid not know when to stop betting,

"In all civilized countries betting on
racing Is considered a legitimate ad-junct. Many efforts have been made inl.urope to divorce betting from racing,
but after a trial of n year or two thegreat body of the people demanded therepeal of the obnoxious tav. s. and theywere repealed.

"In the Slate of Connecticut trotting
has been nearly kl'led In the last two
fears, and undoubtedly betting on rac-ing will be legalised this Winter in thatState.

"With the very beat administration of
turf affairs which It Is possible to hu-
man beings to give, racing bhould be ona better basla in America than In any
other country If hostile legislation b
averted "
