In the present campaign against
Tammany Hall there can be no manner
of doubt, now that the Woman's Good
Government Union has Its work well
under way.

for the ticket.

Uach woman who gives f." to this fund
will know thut she Is represented, and
can feel that she Is doing Just ns active
work in electioneering as a man who
spends Ids day at the polling-place-

"I sec no objection in this," ald Dr.
I'arkhurst to an "Kvenlng World" re-
porter this morning, "and I cordially
gave my approval to the plan when it
was suggested tu me lost night by Mr.
Teall.

"We want all the assistance we can
get In this campaign to light Tammany
Hall, and our success In overthrowing
thut powerful organization will depend
in a large measure upon our activity
at the polls and the steps which are
taken to secure a fair and honest elec-
tion.

"The more watchers and workers we
have at thv polls looking out for our
Interests, the better It will be, for
there Is some moral strength in mere
numbers. There are 1.140 (lolling places
in this city, and It win ftorJlre an
army of watchers to man them all on
election day.

"A generous contribution to such a
fund as that sugested by Mr. Teall, It
seems to me, would greatly strengthen
our hands in the coming light, and
would Insure the downing of Tammany
Hall.
