SHUTTLE TRAIN ABANDONED.

nealdents of Itldsrevrood Must
Transfer at Navy Street.

Crowds of passengers from the Ridge-woo- d

branch of the Brooklyn "L," "the
kerosene road," as It Is called, stood hud-
dled together In the dampness this morn-
ing waiting for trains to the bridge. The
reason of the transfer was the abolish-
ment of the shuttle trains, which have
heretofore run 'to Fulton Ferry from
Navy street.

The new order went Into effect this
morning, and the patrons of the road
were loud in their denunciations of the
management. During the day the
Itldgewood trains only carry a few pas-sengers bound for Fulton Ferry. All
the other patrons of the branch go to
tho Bridge.

"Winter Is now coming on," said a pas-
senger this morning, "and we will be
compelled to change cars at the Navy
street station. The platform Is high
above the roofs of the houses opposite
so that passengers must stand exposed
to storm and winds while waiting for abridge train.

"The management of the road la get-
ting worse each year. The cars arepoorly lighted and the trains are op-
erated with no other idea than to savea dollar at the expense of the comfort
of the passengers. At night we arepacked together like sheep, both on
the platforms of the stations where we
have to change and In the cars.

"The Company will not gain any-
thing by this new order, however, asmany of the passengers, rather thanchange at Navy street, and wait ten
or fifteen minutes for a bridge train,
will take the trolley. Allowing for
changes, the trolley la now the quicker
route to the Bridge. And besides, one
does not run the risk of Injury by grind-
ing his body between a turnstile, as Is
the case on Mr. Barrett's road, when
passengers are compelled to help the
corporation keep tabs on the ticket
agents."

SOCIETY'S NEW F1AD.

Society has a new English fad. It
might be more properly called the sug-
gestion of a fad, for It requires time to
grow. Just as an acorn requires time to
become an oak, says an exchange.

When the Duke of York was married
a loyal subject planted an acorn. The
loyal subject assiduously cultivated the
tiny sprig, which presently appeared
above ground.

When the son of the Duke of York
was born the loyal subject presented his
tiny oak to the Infant prince, In behalf
of whom It was received most gracious-
ly. It waa planted at Sandrlngham, and
Is the chief pride and care ot the head
gardener, A new leaf on that oak is
second in Importance only to a new
tooth In the future King's head. It Is
the court fashion for royalty and no-
bility to Inquire frequently as to the
growth of the little tree, and It Is es-

teemed a high privilege to see Prince
Edward's tiny oak, the acorns of which
will doubtless be treasured up aa souve-
nirs several hundred years after Prince
Edward has been gathered to his fath-
ers.

The "family tree' Idea Is certain to be
no less popular In America than In Eng-
land, where the fad has the favor and
patronage of royalty. The fashion may
be called a pretty one, commemorating
anniversaries about which most family
sentiment attaches, the date of mar-
riage and of the birth of the first heir,
and it carries on Into the future in a
way which It Is pleasant to fancy Its
story of a double happiness

To plant the acorn on the day of the
wedding, to transplant and present the
little tree on the day the first baby in
born that is the simple method of the
new fad. Five hundred years from now
visitors to New York may be shown
some of the oaks as among the chief
points of Interest, objects of popular
regard, monuments of famous old fam-
ilies

It is rather a curious fact that the
gift of the Prince Edward oak was not
a felicitous one. In the light of his-
tory, for the last oak connected with
the royal British family was the famous
tree In which one of the baby Prince s
ancestors took refuge to save his life
when he was being pursued by his out-
raged and aroused subjects.

I do not mean that there
Is any suggestion that the Committee
shuld suspend Its work, but as we have
all been working hard and In the midst
of a hot campaign, I think It would be
a good thing to take a rest of two
weeks or so, and then resume refreshed
and Invigorated.

"However, I do not say that any such
course will be adopted, for no oppor-
tunity has yet been given of discussing
the matter In the full Committee. We
will go on again Wednesday morning,
and then It will be time enough to Bet-ti- e
