BOOKKEEPER OILROY'S TRIAL BALANCE.

Mayor Ollroy has given to the press an
authorized Interview, In which he. In
effect, epitomizes the nccount of Tarn
many with the people of New York City
and endeavors to show that there la a
large balance due to Tammany.

Not have the parks
been extended, but are they as broad
and beautiful aa the money used could
have made them? Not are there more
docks and better, but are they the most
and the best docks that the money ex-
pended could have secured? Not la the
death rate loner than It waa, but la It
nor too high? Not Is the tax rate lower,
but are the taxes heavier nnd more op-
pressive. Not are debt and taxea no
higher In proportion to population, but
why do they grow larger aa popula-
tion Increases? Does a man who rents
a big house have to pay extra rent for
every new baby?

In fact the queatlon Is not whether
New York City haa Improved, but
whether Tammany rule haa helped Ita
Improvement or hindered It? Have we
grown greater and better because of
Tammany, or In spite of Tammany?

Mr. Potter la oppressed by no
such allly sentiment He can and does
sing the old songs; hla vocal equip-
ment la out of touch with the new ones.
The audience was not angry at the
knowledge that "The Paclflo Mall" waa
"The Overland Route" cleaned and
pressed, as It were. Tom Taylor's play
had not been forgotten, and Its revivals
had generally been attended with suc-
cess.

Mr. Potter has done some excellent
work In "The Pacific Mall." He has
made a capital part for Mr. Crane as
a fraudulent doctor, who la running
away from hla wife. The role Is a
blending of the characters of Tom Dex-
ter and Mr. Lovlbond, and the mixture
Is well made. Some of the dialogue has
been left, too, and plenty of the Inci-
dents.
