WIFE-SLAYE- R TOOK POISON.

Minister Feared Prosecntlon for a
Morder Inspired by Jealousy,

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., Oct. 2I.-- At

Falkvllle, the body ofDr. William Tur-
ner, who has been missing for several
days, was found yesterday In a small
cottage In which he lived alone. A half
empty morphine bottle told the tale of
suicide. Or. Turney, who was a Metho-
dist minister and seventy-tw- o years old,
married a beautiful young oman for
his third wife. Four years ago he be-
came Insanely jealous of her. One day
he saw her talking to another man on
the street, and when she came home
he seized and choked her to death with-
out warning.

He was arrested, but declared Insane,
and sent to the State lunatic asylum at
Tuscaloosa. Six months ago the asylum
Ehyslclans pronounced him cured and

released from custody. He
learned that the prosecution against him
for wife-murd- was about to be re-
newed, and circumstances Indicate that
he deliberately planned suicide.

President Cleveland arrived In this
city this morning on the I.CS Stamford
local on the New Haven road from
Greenwich, Conn. He was accompanied
by Mrs. Cleveland. Mr. and Mra. K. C.
Benedlot. Miss Benedict and two Becret
Service detectives.

His arrival was not expected, and
there were but few people at the Grand
Central Depot when the train came In.

To an "Evening World" reporter
President Cleveland said he did not
know where he would stop while here,
and had rot decided how long he would
remain. He would call on several
friends, he said.

In response to a direct question as to
whether be would vote ln New York
he replied that ha did not know.

"Is It your Intention to Indorse Sena-
tor Hill's candidacy, Mr. President r
he was asked.

The President looked straight ahead
of him, but made no reply,

"1 do not wish to be Interviewed," he
finally said, and taking Mra. Cleve-
land's arm, started for the carriage thatwas waiting.

President and Mrs. Cleveland and Miss
Benedict stepped Into the carriage and
drove away, while Mr. and Mrs. Bene-
dict toak another.

Mr. .Benedict said he did not know
where the President would stop. While
here he would not be his guest, and he
did not know If he would visit Or. Bry-
ant or not.

Dr. Joseph B. Bryant was seen at his
residence. E4 West Thlrty-slxt- h street,
but he declined to say whether the Pres-
ident and Mrs. Cleveland would be his
guests during his sojourn In the city or
not

"I have nothing to say," he aald. "I
know they have Just arrived In town.
They may come here and they may not"

The Presidential suit No. IM. at the
Victoria Hotei. Is still reserved for the
party, but up to 11 o'clockq It was unoc-
cupied.

President Cleveland looked the picture
of health. He was dressed In a suit of
dark material, and wore a light overcoat
and silk hat

Mrs. Cleveland looked very handsome
In a neat tailor-mad-e travelling suit of
light brown, which displayed her figure
to excjllent advantage. She carried a
large bouquet of chrysanthemums.

The party arrived In a private car.
which was attached to the Stamford
local on its arrival at Greenwich at
9.01 o'clock.

While watting for the carriage a small
crowd srrrounded the party and gave a
cheer. The President took his seat evi-
dently not noticing the enthusiasm his

ITALIAN CABINET TROUBLED.

Financial sllnallon fnsolved and
Ike Outlook Bad.

ROME, Oct. 24 --As the date for the

opening of the Chamber of Deputies ap-
proaches. It becomes very evident that
the situation of the Ministry Is one of
extreme difficulty. The financial prob-
lem Is still unsolved, and the deficit is
calculated at 60.000.009 lire. In semi-offici-

circles It Is asserted that the Gov-
ernment will propose to meet this deficit
with 20.000,000 lire of fresh economies and
with 40,000.000 llro of addlUonal taxea.

As the army will pot be touched, the
only hope of affecting serious and dura-
ble economies 's a scheme for adminis-
trative, organic reform Most of the
public departments are much over-
manned, and there has been, In conse-
quence, a loud chorus of discontent at
the civil service. The proposed use of
the official axe, however, has called
forth many threats of political revenge,
and the Ministry Is keenly alive to the
difficulty fronting It In the path of re-

form.
