Tiicy Show That Recorder

Smyth Dismissed the In-

dictment for Forgery.

JUDGE COWING HAD REFUSED.

Thereupon Distriot-Attern- oy Fol-

lows Got the Recorder to
So Indorse Them.

AN UNUSUAL STATE OF AFFAIRS.

Fellows Says He Was Not Aware

that Cowing Had Refused

His Signature.

The papers In the case of "Col " Will-
iam Carrere, who was Indicted for for-
gery nnd grand larceny on Aug. 19, sud-
denly turned up this morning shortly
after District-Attorne- y l'cllows reached
his office.

These nro the papers which Judge
Cowing, in the Court of General Ses-
sions, tried so hard to get jesterday and
could not, because he was informed that
they were locked up In Col, Fcllows's
private drawer.

A few minutes after Col. 1'ellows ar-
rived the papers turned up In the
office of tho Clerk of the Court of Gen-
eral Sessions, and an explanation was
mndc that they had "been there all the
time, but had been mixed up with other

"papers
An examination of the pnpers In the

case of the forger show
that Judgo Cowlng's action In the case
was nullified and that the Dlstrlct-Attor-- 1

ney went to ltecorder Smith and got
him tn do what Judge Cowing had re-

fused to do dismiss the Indictment
against Carrere.

The two Indictments are Indorsed as
follows:

On Oct. t. the records show. Judge
Cowing, sitting in Part I. of the Court
Of General Sessions, refused to dismiss
the Indictment, but did, on Col, Fel-
low's recommendation, permit Carrere
to go on his own recognizance.

On Oct. 8 the District-Attorne- y took
the case before ltecorder Smyth, and as
a result the papers bear this Indorse-
ment:

That means, in plain English, that lte-

corder Prederlck Smyth dismissed the
Indictment on Oct 8, which Judge Cow-
ing had refused to dismiss on Oct. 4

Judge Cowing was amazed when be

"I cannot understand It," he said,
When asked if It was usual for the

District-Attorne- y to get one Judge of
General Sessions to nullify the action
of another, he said:

"Please don't ask me nhout that. I
cannot talk about the case now."

Col, Fellows was asked the samo ques-
tion by an "Evening World" reporter.

"I don't know that Judge Cowing re-

fused to dismiss the Indictment," he said.
"He did not Indorse that he refused to
dismiss It."

"Hut he did so refuse "
"Well, the caso ought to have been

dismissed on the complainant's state-
ment made to Mr. Unger, my assistant.
I would dlhmlss the Indictment again
under the same circumstances "

Col. Fellows evaded that question,
