Dr. Kir Had .No Credentials anil
Waa Ordered frnm the Polls.

James W. Pryor, Secretary of the City
Club, and Howard P. Oaklc, counsel
for the Club, with Dr. Leonard Ely, of
32 West Eighty-eight- h street, appeared
at the Tombs Police Court this morn-
ing and made application for warrants
for the arrest of the entire Board of
Registry of the Twenty-eight- h Election
District of the Second Assembly Dis-

trict.
Dr. Ely, who Is a member of Good

Government Club X., volunteered his
services as a watcher yesterday, nnd
was assigned to the polling place at 307

Pearl street. He had been there halt
an hour when, he said, the Chairman
of the Board, James J, Hannlgan, of
I Hague street, asked him for his cre-
dentials.

Ho had no special authorisation and
was told to go to Headquarters for
them. He refused at first, but fearing
tn argue the point, left and reported the
matter to the City Club.

Justice Ryan at first refused to Issue a
warrant, as a summons would answer
the purpose, but lest the counsel would
suspect a Tammany leaning, he gave tho
lawyer a warrant for the arrest of
Hannlgan and four othera of the Board,
One man was arrested at a time, to
avoid Interfering with their registry
duties.

Court Officer Dixon arraigned Hannl-
gan, who was represented by Coun-
sellor James Sullivan.

Dr. E'y, In said he
had attempted to copy the registration
hooks, when he whs ordered out. He
was there for the purpose of challenging
those whom he suspected of registering
falsely. When asked If he Knew a
single voter In the district, he admitted
that he did not, and was asked how he
could challenge a man when he did
not know him.
