Mrs. Hermann to lie Rearreeted If
DlaclinrKcd on To-Da- Writ.

If Mrs. Mathilda Hermann, the detained
Lexow witness, Is released from the Hud-
son County Jail by the Supreme Court
on habeas corpus this afternoon, she
will Immediately be rearrested on an-
other warrant. Issued by Justice Potts.

Late Friday night. B. Franklyn Webb,
Assistant Sergeant-at-Arm- s of the Lex-
ow Committee, swore to a complaint be-

fore Justice Potts to the effect that Mrs.
Hermann was that day Indicted by the
New York Grand Jury for criminal con-
tempt of court. Webb In his complaint
sas:

"That said crime was committed In
the cltv of New York, on or about
Sept. 12, 1894, said Matilda Hermann,
having been duly subpoenaed to appear
before a committee of the Senate of
the State of New York, at the city of
New York, at a session then being held
In pursuance of a law of the State of
New York, fled from the State of New
York and went to Montreal, Canada,
and from there to Chicago and did not
in any way obey said BUbpoena, but
absented herself from the Besslon of said
Committee, for which she waa subpoe-
naed, and has never appeared in pur-
suance of said subpoena: that she, the

aid Matilda Hermann told deponent she
Uft the-- city of New York for the purpose
of disobeying the said subpoena; that by
the laws of the State of New York said
disobedience of said subpoena Is ana was
a crime for which said Matilda Hermann
has this day been indicted, and that de-

Justice Potts Immediately Issued a
warrant chaiglng Mrs. Hermann with
being a fugitive from Justice, and It Is
now In Warden Mitchell's possession at
tho Jail. Should Judge Llpplncott

her she will be rearrested as she
leaves the court.

The old dispute as to the right of

theological students to register and vote
In this city has arisen again this year
and seems likely to give trouble.

Nine members of the Union Theolog-
ical Seminary, whose homes are not In
this State, have registered, and It Is said
that steps have been taken by the Tam-
many organization of the district to
cause their arrest, as was done several
years ago when fifty-tw- o students were
indicted for the same act.

The names of the nine are Miller N.
Pratt, of Vermont; Nathan S. Aller, of
Pennsylvania; Hugh T. Gary, of Indi-
ana; Frederick R. Steele and Matthew
Patton; Henry Schmidt, of Cleveland,
O.; Ulysses 8. Schaul, of Pennsylvania;
Thomas Coyle, of New York, and Henry
W. Balnton, of Denver, Col.

All claim to have been residents of
this city for more than two years, how-
ever, and were advised by the officers
of the Seminary that they had a right
to register and vote. One of them, Hen-
ry W. Balnton, Is Chairman of the
Board of Registry In the Twenty-firs- t
Election District of the Twenty-firs- t As-
sembly District, in which the Seminary
Is located.

These nine registered on the first day,
and another batch attempted to register
on the second day, but their names
were refused by the Democrats on the
Board, who had discovered that they
were students. Samuel Clemmons, the
Tammany captain of the district, has
brought the matter to the attention of
the Law Committee of his organization.

IN ANSWER TO GILROY.

The LXX, Exposes Ills Fallacies and
ArrnlKna Tnnimnny,

A merciless arraignment of the ad-

ministration of Tammany Is contained
In the statement Issued to-d- by the
Committee of Seventy In reply to the
claims put forward by Mayor Gllroy
last week.

That organization Is denounced by the
LXX. first, because It Is not In a proper
sense a political body, but exists solely
for selfish and dishonest ends; second,
because It has appointed to Important
and responsible offices men wlio are
dishonest and criminal; third, because
of Its systematic blackmail and extor-
tion; fourth, because It has wasted the
public money by extravagant expendi-
ture; fifth, because much of the In-

creased expenditure Is due to gross dis-
honesty, and the Flro Department, Po-
lice Detiartment, Dock Department,
8treet-CIeanln- g Bureau nncl Public
Works Department are cited as illustrat-
ing the wasteful use of the public fund.

It Is charged that, although the tax-
payers have paid off J82 000,000 of the
city's debt since 1884, the debt at the
present time Is 8,0O0,000 greater than It
was then. Mayor Gllroy's challenge to
a comparison of the burden of taxation
In New York with that of other great
cities In Europe Is accepted, and It Is
shown that while last year's public ex-
penditure In this city, based upon Its es-

timated population, was 116.17 per capita,
In London It was only 18.88, and In
Paris, $8.90 per capita.

The further charge Is made that the
Ignorant and Inefficient management of
Tammany has left New York far be-

hind the other great cities of the world
In respect to the comforts and conveni-
ences which all citizens have the right
to expect. The school accommoda-
tions are Insufficient, and no adequate
provision has been made for public baths
and lavatories. Moreover, Tammany
Hall has opposed rapid transit and
failed to provide small parks, which are
urgently needed In the crowded parts of
the city, while vast expenditures have
been mode tor parks in Inaccessible lo-

calities

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BREAD SHOULD BE CHEAPER.

Tricks of the Trnde Exposed by the
Aurlellltnrnl Iteiinrtinent.

WASHINGTON. Oct. 23. The Agri-

cultural Department has given out a
bulletin on "the cost of bread" taken
from tl.o forthcoming report of Prof.
W, O. Atwnter on the nutritive value
of foods. It says:

"In practice 100 pounds of flour will
make from 133 to 137 pounds of bread,
un nxerngo being about 136 pounds.
Flour such as Is used by bakers Is now
purchased In the Eastern Btates nt not
uer per barrel. This would make the
cost of flour In n pound ot bread about
one and nne-lin- lf cents. Allowing one-ha- lt

cent for the shortening and salt,
which Is certainly very liberal, the ma-

terials for a pound of bread would not
cost more than two cents.

"The average weight of a number of
shipments of ten-ce- loaves purchased
in Mlddletown, Conn,, was one and one-four-

pounds. This makes the prices
to the consumer eight cents per pound.
The prlo'of bread and the size of the
loaf uro practically the same now as
when flour cost twice as much."

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OELLEVUE'S RED TAPE

Hospital Autkeritios Rofuse to
Rcoeive an Iisaie Weman.

Fennlni F.rce. te Hold His Wile in

a Carrlaje Twe Heurs.

Then Had Her Arrested te Secure
Mer Safety.

For two hours early this morning n
man drove around the streets In a car-

riage with his wife, who was raving
crazy. Most of the time he was forced
lo hold her down on the seat to prevent
her doing harm to herself or to him.

An hour longer than necessiry he was
lr thl. awful position because of the red
tape which surrounds matters connected
with Ilellevue Hospital. The authorities
there refused to receive the woman In

the Insane pavilion on a technicality.
It was not until a police sergeant took
action, which he did not consider at all
proper, that the woman wns received.

The woman Is Mrs. Tlllle Kenning.
She Is twenty-tw- o yearn old and lives at
137 Thompson street. Her husbund,
William, Is a stableman at 151 Sullivan
street. The woman Is suffering from
pueriwral mania, and for several days
hns been violently Insane. Fennlng put
off sending her to un Institution In the
hope that her condition would Improve.

But Instead of Improving, she grow
steadily worse, until four days ugo,
when she became convinced that her
child had been taken from her, and that
there were a number of people after her
with a revolver, seeking her life.

At 1 o'clock this morning Mrs. Fen-nlng- 's

ralngn became so wild that the
husband feared he could no longer re
strain her, although he had called in
some neighbors to assist him. Ho be-

lieved that If she was left alone for an
Instant she would throw1 herself
from the window of her room. Bo
while the others guarded her he got a
cab and then started with her to Ilelle-
vue Hospital.

It was 2 o'clock when he reiched the
hospital. Mrs. Fennlng had grown even
more violent In the cab than she had
been In her own house. She shrieked
and struggled. But when the hospital
was reached Fennlng thought that his
troubles had ended. They had Just be-
gun.

To the captain of the night watch
there Fennlng explained the case, which
was emphasized by the wild cries of his
wife In the cab. The captain called n
physlclnn end had a conference with
him. The result was that Fennlng was
told that his wife could not he received
there unless she came as a prisoner, and
that he would have to go to a police nta-lin-

The Idea of continuing his drive with
his unfortunate wife was not relished by
Fennlng. He reasoned with the physi-
cian and the captain of the watch. He
told them they could see that his wife
was Insane, liut all to no purpose; the
woman could not be received, except
from the police us a prisoner. That wus
the ordinary course of things, they said,
and the proper form muet be followed.

When Fennlng suw that he could do
nothing else he got Into the cab again
and was driven to the East Twenty-secon- d

street police station.
Hergt. Haislacher was In charge there.

When he heard thp man's story of the
refusal of the hospital authorities he
wns indignant. He ordered Policeman
Hugh yuinn to go to the hospital with
Fennlng and his wife, and order that the
woman be received.

Buck to the hospital they went, but
the words of the policeman had no more
effect than had those of Fennlng. The
authorities were stubborn, and the rules
must be complied with.

Policeman Qulnn telephoned to Sergt.
Hnsslacher that Mrs. Fennlng would
have to le made a prisoner.

The Sergeant said he had never heard
of such athlng.

What was he to arrest the woman for?
As far as he underrtuod, he said, In-

sanity wan not a crime. It wns a misfor-
tune. Besides that the hospital had
often before received Insane people that
were not prisoners.

Finally the Sergeant settled matters by
ordering Policeman Qulnn to nuku the
woman a prisoner, charged with. In-
sanity. The Sergeant said he did not
think It was a proper thing to do. but
he was forced to do It In order
that the woman be removed to
a safe place. It wis after 3

o'clock when Mrs. Fennlng was ad-

mitted to the Insane pavilion, and Mr,
Fennlng went home.

At the hospital, later In the morning,
It wns said that the action taken wus
perfectly proper: that the authorities
must be fully protected. Mr. Fennlng
hid come there, and suld that the wo-
man in the cab who ucted so wildly was
his wife. How did they know, they
said, that It was not some woman to
w horn he had given morphine or some
other drug. They did not enre to take
dunces, let the police do that.

When Fennlng wus seen at the Sul-
livan street stable y he confirmed
the story told by the police. He did
not know, he said anything about the
rules of the hospital, but he thought It
was Inhuman In the physicians not to
have received his wife ut once.

Burke, the aged South Beach squatter,
pleaded guilty to manslaughter In the
second degree y und wus sentenced
to ten years In Sing Sing by Justice Cul-le- n

in the Court of Oyer and Terminer,
Burke wns charged with huvlng caused

the death of Frederick Bergman, his
on Aug, 16.

The scene of the tragedy was the old
Burke shantv nt South Beach, which
stands about n hundred feet from high-wat-

line and almost opposite Hoffman
Island.

It wus built of old driftwood and pieces
of wrecknae. and has been for enr an
object. of curiosity and one of the sights
of the neighborhood.

Burke hud squatted on the land forty
years ago, and claimed a tract several
miles In length along the shore, partly
bv reason of long and undisturbed pos-

session and partfy through a grant made

at the beginning of the century by the
Uueen of England.

For eleven years he has been fighting
In tho courts to make his title good,
and has become Involved In numerous
feuds and quarrels on account of the
law suits.

The old man always claimed that
young Bergmnn was Identified with and
friendly to the parties that wero op-

posed to him. and he bitterly objected
to his daughter's marriage.

Mrs. Burke sided with tho young cou-

ple and Uurke stood alone In his own
house, an enemy of his own child. He
beenme morose and sullen, and took to
drinking.

A few days arter the death of the young
couple's baby, knowing that Bergman
would call at the house to see the body,
of his child he fixed up a trap-gu- n near
tho entrance of thes hnnty.

When Bergman called, the gun was
discharged. He received the entire
chnrge In his breast and died almost
Instantly.

Burke haB always maintained his In-

nocence of any Intent to Injure Berg-

man, but the clhcumBtances were too
strong agulnst him, and this mornlnc
ho pleaded guilty and received his sen-

tence. a
