A damp, straw.colored youth, who sat
next 1o me at Palmer's Theatre Inst
night, wapt coplously Into a handker-
chief an big an a table-cloth, while poor
Camille made her big sacrifice to Ar-
mand's popper, The damp youth came
from the country, I could see, hut hin
krlef was genuine, If suburban. 1 can
Aisa festify to the presence of A brace
of Jachrymose noses in the gallery, for
I heard  thelr dolorous munsic. Miss
Nethersols may accept these facts as
compliments, They did not occur oh &n
opening night. They were genuine.

In quite u new light did the Httle Eng-
Ish netress burst upon me last night,
and un I noted her careful, artistie
work, her Intelligence and power, T won-
dered what Infamous mentor had told
her to Infllet ““The Transgressor’ upon
New Yorkers. It was a‘wickedness, It
crippied the actress. it obscured nearly
evry vestage of talent; the hollowneas
and unreality of the drama were re.
flectd upon Miss Nethersole. The pro-
duetlon war A crusity.

Mins Nethersole's Camille » an In-
tereating and a graceful piece of work.
Bhe ham profitted by critical advice
and han reatrained the unseemly ex-
uberance that marred her frst ap-
pearance. In Ita place sha gives us
a qulet, refined and admirable repose
that. I frankly admit, astounded me,
Conld this, Indeed, be the woman at
whom we had amiled In derision In
“The Transgreanor?' It seemed hardly
possible. We were all decelved, and It
would be contemptible to deny it. In
the first act Mise Nethernole showed un
u wonderful pleture of the courtesan
Rt hame, There wers a hundred ltile
deft, artistle Anished touches, that must
have come from earnest siudy. The
reenen with Prudence and Camille were
anidmirable, and in the mecond act the
good impression was confirmed. The
freatment of the jeolous Armand was
exquisitely womanly and effective, and
Its nppeal was all the more direct be-
cause Miss Nethersole looked so young
and pleasing. It was not the blaise
blandishment of the decrepit courtezan,
bt the dawn of love in the breast of a
woman who had not been wholly con-
{aminated. And that was surely what
Dumas intended.

It was In the third act that the damp
Youth wept., Mias Nethersols was con-
vineing &nd stromg In this scens, but 1
prefer her in her quiet moments, The
Cplsodes moved me but slightly, and I'm
Not past that kind of thing. Duae, in this
act, absolutely overwheimed me, I can
never forget the pleture of abject, hu-
man, unlovely misery—for misery Is
never pretty in real life—that she pre-
sented. In the fourth act M s Nethersole
also suffered from comparisons. Her
grimaces were too apparent. The hair-
pulling and the face-scratehing were un-
necensary, and coontrasted badly with
the excellent work in the early part of
the play.

That “Camille’” pleased, however, a
not 4 matter of opinlon, but mn honest
fact. It is the duty of every critic to try
And destroy the evil effect produced by
"The Transgressor.” Miss Nethersole In
not a great actress, but she Is an ex-
ceedingly good one, and the material for
greatnesn In there, It will be developed.
If she did nothing else lust night but
KIve un a glimpae into an enviable future,
nhe aucceadad.

Execrable stage management was an
obstacle In her way., What must Mius
