Two months of his incarceration Inn
been spent In the bus' prlsun of the
Tombs, while lllishberg, with a Tam-
many "pull" was released In t.'.OOO bill
In Essex Market Louit the day he wasi
auulgned,

Both were held by Justice Slmms to
await the action of the Coroner and
District-Attorne- y Fellow s's presenta-
tion of the case to the Grand Jury.

It did not matter, It appeurs, w bethel
Young Bennett pined away In Jail or
not, so long as the Tammany Hall man,
who was balled out by the Tammany
saloon-keepe- Henry llled Muller, of J2
Delancey stieet, had his freedom and
walked the stteets.

Up to the present lime neither the
boy nor Hirshberg has been Imllc'ed by
the Grand Jury. Not, Indeed, has the
Coroner's ofllce taken any action In the
matter.

"The Evening Woild" y received
a postal from the boy, Hairy Bennett

"I have been lslng In the boys' prison
for the last thiee months," he writes,
"and nobody seems to want to do any-
thing for me. I was ai tested In Clin-
ton street three months ago I forget
the date. I was blamed for running
over a child, and the man that did It is
out on bail. .

"I was emploved on a wagon by a man
named Hlrshbe-- g as a helper. '1 he
driver ran over the child and he gave me
the reins and ran away."

Boy and man weio
arrested by Policeman Magulre. of the
Delancey street station. Hirshberg was
balled, but Bennett, without friends who
had money or political Influence, was
locked up In the Essex Market Prison.
He was transferred from there to the
Tombs. Sept. 1.

"Sept. 25. No Coroners' paper received.
