Nearly seventeen hours behind her
best record from Liverpool the Ameri-
can line steamship Paris, Capt. Wutklns,
arrived at her dock at 1.30 o'clock this
afternoon. Her passage list was a note-
worthy one, from the fact that it bore
the names of the,representatlveH of the
pulpit, the stage and the sugar. Iron and
money Interests In the persons of T.
l)e Witt Tnlmage, Mrs. I.lly I.angtry,
F. Havemejer, Andrew Carnegie and A.
J. Drexel.

The Paris passed the Needles at 1,45

the afternoon of Oct. 27, and In order to
have emailed her own record of six days
nine hours and thirty-seve- n minutes she
should have been at he bar at C.'J2

o clock last evening.
Dr. Talmage has been absent from this

country for bIx months; Mr. Carnegie
has been abroad ten montlw, and It has
been four long years since last the Jer-
sey Lily stepped foot In New York.

As the big steamship drew up to her
dock, the most conspicuous figure about
was Mrs. Langtry, not physically, how-

Wholesale Bakon Aro Gradually

Getting Into Lino.

Cheaptr Bread Necessarily Follows

Cheaper Flour.

Justness of "The Evenlnpc World's"
Position Admitted.

"Tho livening World's" fight for a
reduction In thu price of bread Is prat-tlcal- ly

won, and within n few days the
public will have been benefited by rea-
son thereof. Within a week there will
In all probability be a conference among
the leading wholesale bakers of this
city, and they will then decide upon
just what measures will be taken anil
when the reduced prices shall bo put
Into effect.

This Information was given nn "Hven- -
'
Ing World" reporter yesteiduy afternoon
by the manager of one of the largest
wholesale baking establishments In the
city. He has made a private canvass
of the wholesale bakers, and sas that
they all realize that something must be
done. The something Is a reduction
from five to four cents a. loaf on ull plain
bread.

"Tho Kvenlng World's" Informant was
Hrnebt von Pape, buslncx innnnger of
the New York "O. K." Model Haklng
Companj, of 2G7 Monroe street, one of
the largest and n concerns of

, Its kind In the country.
Accjrdlng to Mr von Pope, there are

onlv two or threo of the wholesale
houses now holding out ngulnst the pub-
lic's Just demand, and one of these Is
l.ouls Klclschinann, at Tenth street and
liroadwnv.

Mr. von Pane took the reporter thruugh
the huge pmnt of his concern, and
showed him where the baker could make
n reduction In crlcts. This house con-
sumes nbout l.Oi") barrels of flour every
week, anil baker In the neighborhood of
Jl.fiiji) worth of bread dally. This means
that In the neighborhood of 35,iio loaves
are handled every day. Mr. von Pape
eald:

"I have been advocating a lower
scale In prices to my brother bakers for
some time, nnd 1 must confess that In
view of the great reduction in the price
of flour, the public has a very Justcnuse to complain.

"Thero Is one thing to be taken into
consideration, however, which shows
how the small retoller could make a
reduction Just at present more easily
than wo could. There Is not a big
wholesaler In this city who up to thepresent tlnv.' haa been benefited by the
slump In the wheat market. They havo
contracts on their hands, and by reason
of this are forced to pay as much for
flour as they did some months ago. On
the other hand, the small baker has no
such contracts

"The time Is not very far off, however,
when there will be a general relucllon
in the price of bread throughout the
city. I think that 111 three weeks ol the
most the consumer will be able to buv
the regular live cent loaf of plain bread
for four cents, the weight and quality
being the same as at present.

"This will not apply to ull bread, how-
ever. There Is a big difference In breul
The bakers can easily afford to place
plain bread, of superior quality, on the
market so that It can be sold by the
retailer at four tents a loaf, btu when
It conies to Vienna, and one or two
other fancy grades, I don't think there
is a baker In the wholesale business who
can put them on the mnrket at the rate
of three cents a loaf, the price we now
get from the retnller. It Is not the cost
of flour that cuts so much of a figure in
the ; king of thee brands, but tliejt

more skill and much more time
must be expended in handling them
The other Ingredients, too, are more
cost'y.

"As far as plain bread Is concerned I
for one and I know rf many others In
the wholesale trade who think as I do-- am

willing lo reduce the price, so that
the consumer can purchase It for four
cents a lo-f- .

"The Kvenlng World's" fight has been
a fair one. Their statements and figures
have been as near correct us possible
for any one who Is not a practical biker,
and . think thev will see their object
achieved .vlthln a few days."

Frederick Bler, the big wholesale
baker nt 901 Eleventh avenue, la an-
other who stands ready to reduce Ihe
price. He coull not be Been yesterday
afternoon, but he and Mr. von Pape are
warm personal friends, and have had
several conferences over the matter
Their opinions are Identical upon the
subject, and both will use their Influence
In bringing about the desired reduction.
Let the others Join In.
