The order for his release cume from
Becretary Carlisle, through SBuperintend-
ent of Immigration Stump.

1t was recelved ot Ellis Island nt 2.20
o'clock this afternoon, A messenger wis
nent for Howard, who was found out
on the pler calmly smoking a clgar nnd
amusing himself In watching a crowd
of Immigrants then In the act of land-
ing.

Arriving before Commigsioner Benner,
Howard was politely Informed that he
wis no longer a prisoner and that he
could depart at once.

Howard warmly shook Commlissloner
Senndr by the hand and thanked him
profusely for the manner In which e
bhad been entertained while u prisonet o
the islund. He then decided that he
would board the 3 P M. boat for this
city. He stated that he expected to re-
main In New York for a few days, and
in the mean time he would ascertaln If
he was golng back to Mr. Morton's resi-
dence at Ellehslle on the Hudson,

Nothing had been sald to him by Mr
Morton on the subje:t of whether he
would go back, or not,

Howard feels qulte bitter towarls

Morton for what he clinracterizes as hiy
neglect. He feels that the ex-Vice-FPreal-
dent has left him to shify for himself.
He told an Ellls lsiand atrache vester-
day that If he was sent buck to England
he would Institute sult agoinst Mr Mor
ton there for damukes for huving nduced
him to come to this country
While Howard has bLeen nominally s
risoner of the United States since his
etentlon on Eills lslind, he huas huwl
the entirc freedom of the lsand, with al
the privieges of an  highly honored

The something Is a reduction
from five to four cents & loaf on all plain
bread.

"“The Evening World's" Informant was
Erpnest von Pape, business manager of
the New York "O. K. Model Buking
Company, of 207 Monroe street, one of
the lurgest and best-known concerns of
Its Kind in the country.

According to Mr. von Pape, there nre
only two or three of the wholesale
houses now holding out agalnst the pub-
