KNEW THE STAMPS.

Po8ta8ter Sohindler, of New Al-bai- y,

Ind., Owned Them.

Wells ana! Meat! Cleverly Robbed

His Safe Last Menth..

Only Part of the Hooty Recovered,
Over 84,000 Still Missing.

After several weeks of close reairli,
Chief of the Secret Service William
P. liazen, Secret Service Asent William
J.McManus and Post-Ofll- lnspectm
Jacobs have succeeded In locating the
post-offic- e from which over $5,000 worth
of postage stamps and 31,270 were stolen.
They were found In the possession of
Samuel Wells, alias "Marsh Market

Jake," alias Jones, a noted sneak thief,
and Patrick Mead, a broker, of 67 William
street.

Both were arrested by Detectives Do Ian
and Doyle on Oct. 19 last

The post-offic- e at New Albany, Ind.,
of which Charles W. Schlndler 1b post-
master, was the office that was bur-
glarized. The 30,000 two-ce- stamps
and 12,000 stamps of other denominations
valued In all Ht $1,270 86, found In Wells
and Alead's possession form only a por-
tion of what was stolen from the post-offic- e.

In all, $4,808.89 worth of stamps
and $r18.61 In cash, making at total of
$u.327.50, was taken.

The robbery was a moU adroit one.
The stampi and money were In two tin
boxes, eighteen Inches long and were
kept In a locked safe In a rear room of
the Post-Offic- e, which Is a second classone, where twenty persons are em-
ployed.

Mr. Schlndler gave the following de-
tails of how the stamps disappeared:

"I went out to lunch at 12.25 P. M.
Oct. 16, leaving my safe, with thestamps In it, securely, aa I believed,
locked. When I returned, at 1 o'clock,
I found the safe unlocked and the two
boxes of stamps and coin were missing.

"I had noticed two suspicious looking
men about the office for several days
before the robbery. I noticed Wells
casually about the place. 1 did not see
him In the office, but others saw him
leave with a bundle wrapped up in a big
handkerchief under his arm.

He was sen to get into a buggy and
drive furiously to the railroad depot
and leave on a train.
The safe was opened by a duplicate
key and everything of value In theway of stamps and coin taken."The day before the robbery 1 receivedmy usual quantity of stamps, and insorting them out I tore the white edg-
ings off nearly all the sheets and alsotore off some of the stamp corners.

"I communicated with the Post-offic- e

authorities, and they sent for me to come
to New York. I have Identified a large
quantity of the stamps found on Wells
and Mead as those I tore when I took
off the white edgings, and am positive
about them. While I am not sure ofWells, 1 am pretty sure he Is man whohung around the office the day the rob-bery wan committed.

it was a clever piece oX work, the open-
ing of the safe and taking of the stamps,
as not one of the many people In the
office noticed anything out of the way.
There are still $4,156 14 missing and unless
It Is recovered, 1 will personally liave to
make good this loss. To da so will be
most disastrous to me."

After Wells and Mead were arrested
thev were brought before Police JusticeRan In the Tombs Police Court and re-
leased on Oct. 20 In $1,500 ball each.

When Schlndler had Identified thestamps, the agents commenced a hunt
for Wells and Meade. After scouring
the town, they last night found Wells.
Mead was arrested this morning. Both
men were hurried to the Tombs anddischarged by Justice Ryan.

They were then Wells on
charges of stealing nnd having In hispossession stolen Government property,
aim .ueuu ior receiving stolen (.rovern-me-

property. They were then taen be-
fore nlted States Commissioner Shields,
who held them each In $5,200 bonds for
examination 'on Monday afternoon next.

Wells ls a noted criminal. He Is
about fifty-fiv- e years old, gray and bald.
He has serven a s' sentence fora similar offense. His picture Is In theRogues' Gallery, and he Is a noted char-
acter In Supt, Ilyrnes's book.

IT'S AS GOOD AS WON,

Success of "The Evenine; Werld's"
Fight for Cheaper Bread.

Winrjfield & Taylor Agree to the
One Cent Reduction.

Other Bljc Firms Kxpeclrtl to .luln
the Itanks in a Day tir Two.

The efforts of "The Evening World"
fu aid the public In securing u reduction
In the price of the staff of life ure meet-
ing with undivided success, and the
battle Is almost as good as won

Another of the big wholesalers has
been added to the list of those who are
willing to make a one-ce- reduction,
and there are now but a few of the
"big ones" who are holding out. They
will undoubtedly fall Into line within n
few days.

Wlngfleld & Taj lor, of 140 Varlck
street, are the last to promise to al 1

"Tho Evening Wojld" In Its fight, but.
like many of the others, they are only
In favor of making the reduction In
plain bread. With such big firms as
Wlngfleld & Talor. Rockwell, the New
York O. K. Model Baking Company and
Droste & Egler willing to make the de-

sired cut, the battle Is practically won.
Mr, Taylor, after a long tulk on the

subject, finally said he was willing tu
make the reduction If the others would.
As In the case of Mr. Fredericks, atRockwell's, Mr. Taylor Is Inclined to
think that a standard weight and a
Btandatd price should be fixed upon
bread.

Wlngfleld & Taylor are In a peculiar
position, however. While not antagon-
istic to the Bakers' Union, the firm is
not a member of that body Mr. Taylor
said that the only thing that resembleda trust or combine In this branch of the
trade was In tho tact that the bakers
had agreed upon a certain price at wh.chthey would place their product upon the
market. The organization did not at-
tempt, however, to govern the weight of
the loaf placed on the market by any
particular firm. This was left entirely
with the baker.

To an "Evening World" reporter Mr.Taylor said: " 'The Evening World's'fight In many ways Is a Just one, and I
don't think any of the members of our
trade can gainsay that most of the factshave been fairly and squarely presented.
They have given the bakers a chance to
have some say in the matter.

"Our firm, nnd I know 1 can spenk
for many others. Is still using flour thatwe bought In Immense quantities at the
first Intimation of a decline In the mar-
ket, and aa yet we have practically hndnone of the benefits of the enormous
reduction In the price of flour. As soon
as things shape themselves so that ageneral reduction can be made, as de-
manded by the public, our firm will be
in line with the others.

"The fight being made by certain otherpapers Is absurd and Impracticable. The
wholesale baker can no more place his
product on the market so that the pub-
lic could buy it at six rents a loaf than
he could fly. Base your facts on Prof.
Atwater's report to the Agricultural De-
partment, and add to that the enor-
mous delivery expenses, and you can
readily see that this could not be done

"Of course, I am now speaking of
first-cla- bread, such as our trade de-
mands. There are some small bakers
who use the very cheapest kind of
materials, who might be able to sell
their bread at three cents a loaf, but no
first-clas- s baker could. With the enor-
mous reduction In flour, and by cur-
tailing other expenses, the wholesalers'
margin, by placing their bread so that
It can be bought at four cents a loaf,
will be very small.

"However. Wlnfleld A Taylor are will-
ing to aid 'The Evening World,' nnd will
make the one-ce- reduction In plain
bread."

Explosion at the Brett Residence

Bothers the Detective?.

Was It an Anarchist Attempt to

Reach Justice Hawkins?

Or an Irish Physical Force Hint fur

the of Anarchists to be revenged
upon tho Justice, ind that they made a
mistake In number of Henry
Hawkins'r house.

Mr. Brett was at his club and Mrs.
Brett was In hall of her residence
when bomb exploded. The explo-
sion ploughed a cavity eighteen Inches
deep below front threshold, and
door was blown to pieces. The step of
the doorway, a slab of concrete 40

26 Inches, was blown across street,
and the Iron railings were broken ana
twisted. The sound of the explosion
was heard two miles away.

The police found that the bomb had
been unscientifically made of Iron pip-
ing one-ha- lf an Inch and three
Inches In circumference. The ends were
closed with lead.
