LONG DELAYS AT THE POLLS.

The Various Ballots Confuse
Oitizens, and Many of Them
Leave the Line in Disgust.

FORFEIT THEIR RIGHT TO VOTE

Aside from Grambling Thers Were
Little or No Disturbances
at the Booths.

From reports recelved from precinct
ecommanders up to 11 o'clock this morn-
ing concerning the progress of voting,
Bupt. Byrnes ventured *he opinion that
pot more than two-thirds of those whose
names have been reglstered would be
able to vote to-day.

“My Imformation sald that great difM-
culty |s being experienced by many
voters in all the election districts In
properly folding and assorting the twen-
ty-two ballots glven them, from which
to make a selection,” sald he,

“Many Instances have occurred where
voters, having been allowed to remaln
even longer than the legal time In the
booths, gave up In disgust and left with-
out casting their bollots. This must have
been humiliating to some, for, according
to my Information, they were men of at
least ordinary Intelligence. "

“They had evidently neglected to In-
form themselves upon many of the de-
talls, no doubt thinking It & simple
matter, until they entered the booth,
when they became cunfounded and gave
up in despair.”

Gen. Rodenbough, Chlef of the Bureau
of Elections, sald his advices were to the
effect that at 130 o'clock, P. M, 60 per
cent, of the registered vote had been
cast, This s 154,000 voles.

After getting further advices later In
the day, the General sajd that in his
opinion 1t would be Impossible to cast
more than 86 per cent. of the entire vote
within the legnl hours,

If Mr. Rodenbough's advices are cor-
rect then there ls little doubt that the
entire reglatered wvote will be cast, al-
though Supt, Byrnes, from his statement
quoted above, evidently does not think
no.

Heporis of Trouble.

Numerous reports of trouble reached
Pallce Headquarters from all over
the wity during the forenoon. There
was nothing, however, of any moment,
the main diMcuity belng disputes be-
twean the waichers and the Board of
Inspectirs, In every Instance the diffi-
culty was adjusted by a polleeman sent
from Police Headguarters.

"Come, Bridget, get up! Your duty is
at the polls to-day.”

A half dogen cabs were Kept In walt-
ing In Mulberry street all day,

The moment any dlsturbance oceurred
at any polling place It was telephoned
to Pollce Headquarters, and one of the

moment's notica to quell any disturb-
ance that might oceur at any polling
place which the policemen detalled there

The wenther was all that could he de-
sired to bring out the voters to-day, and
Farmer Dunn's prophecy of clear skies,
bright sunshine and bracing alr was
gloriously fulfiiled. And the citizens took
mdvantage of the conditions and floeked
to the polls In large numbers,
