Republican Voter Henry Kappers
EeatPn by a Tammany Gang.

Criticised a Policeman's Actions at
a Polling Place.

Itistlro Grady Promptly Dismisses
Ills Complaint in Court.

Henry Kappers, a Republican voter, of
143 Orchard street, was brutally beaten
by a Tammany mob In front of the po"'
of the Seventeenth Election District of
the Third Assembly District this after-
noon. He came to the Essex Market
Police Court with a black eyo and blood
flowing frum several cuts on his face.
His mouth, too, was severely bruised.

Kappers appeared as complainant
against John J O'Connor, of 70 Marlon
street, who, Kappers declared, was one
of the gang who attacked him. Police-
man John Smith, of the Charles street
station, brought O Connor to court. Foll-

ow Ing the prisoner came a train of
Tammany heelers, headed by Senator
Tlmotry "Dry Dollar" Sullivan. They
all appeared to take a deep lntcreet In
O'Connor's welfare, as also did l.awer
Nathan S Levy, who It was teamed, had
been engaged by Tammany Hall to de-

fend any of the organization's satellites,
who might get In limbo on election daj.
