Win n afked whether or not It was true
that both Mr. Dwycr and Mr. Croker
had hedged their bets on the day of elec-
tion, Mr, Vendlg refused to answer.

WIIKIIH CHOKBIl HOT IT.

It Is almost a matter of certainty that
Mr. Croker telephoned no later than
yesterday the recall or "hedge" of three
bets from the Hotel St, James,

"Ike" Thompson, who was credited
with having mtde some heavy wagers,
said

"I only came In from Washington the
day before election, but I knew that
Strong was a sure winner, because I had
leen reading "The World." I guess
I'm a little ahead of the game, but I
won't tell you how much. That is a
stor for the losers to make public."

Orlando Jones said: '
" I lost something en commission, but

I made the loss better than good when
1 saw how the tide waa Bowing."

Mlehuel F. Dwyrr said" My dear boy. I never made the bets
I'm said to hae made. Why don't you
newspaper men keep tally on my bank-
book nnd see what I bet once In a
while?"

Asked as to Joe Vendlg's authority to
bet for him Mr. Dwycr said: " You'd
better see Joo about that "

"Butch" Thompson who Is looked
upon as the most responsible stakeholder
In New York, said:" There Is no use In asking who paid
or who did not pay debts. You see the
fellow who paid is sj ashamed of It that
lie won't tell, anyhow, and the fellow
who don't pny won't pay nohow. So
you see you gel the ' tllnky-dln- nt both
ends of the game, ami. besides, the man
who don't collect Is afraid to squeal

by making a 'hillei1 he may notget n cent."

RETURNS STILL COMING IN.

430 City Elootion Districts Give

30,722 for and 18,895
Against It

VOTE OF THE CITY OF BROOKLYN.

With a Few Missing Districts It

Shows 2,309 Votes
Agains'.

Retutnb for the vote In this city on
the' " Create' New York" scheme Indi-
cate that a majority of the votes have
been cast in favor of consolidation.

A tabulation of the returns at Police
Headquarters this morning shows that
the vote In this city on the consolidation
Issue Is, In round figures, 118,000 for und
ts.000 against.

Nearly two hundred election districts
of the city, which have been officially
counted, show a vote of 23,702 for and
10,791 against consolidation.

It Is evident from the returns that a
large proportion of voters neglected tu
cast their ballots upon this question, hut
taking these figures as a oasis, t :s es-

timated that the majority In New York
City In favor of consolidation will reach
at least 30,000.

With four wards yet to be henrd from
In Brooklyn tho ote for consol-
idation over there Is lost by 2,309. The
vote la so close that until all the returns
on the question are canvassed, the result
cannot be definitely known.

Tne question, Mr. Shanks believes,
will bo decided by a majority of less
than WO. It will require nn official count
of the ballots to determine whether
Brooklyn Is In faor of the Greater .
