While the Wholesale Bakers' Aansocia-
tion is connldering the question of deny-
ing themseives s fraction of thelr enor-
mous profite on bread at flve cents a
Joal, so that the pubile may benefit by
the phesent low price of four, “The
Evening World" will present to Its read-

These facts show that there are few
commoditles on which the profit is
greate than on flour from the time It
reaches the baker's shop untll It s
placed on the table of the consumer,

A barrel of Nour welghs, As every
schoolboy knows, 1 pounds net. There
areé two distinet grades of Nour, known
a8 “family flour” and “bakers' flour.,” A
barrel of the grade known as “'famlily
flour” will bake up Into an uverage of
800 loavea of bread of the size now sald
by the bakers for five centa. The other
grade, ot “bakers’ flour,” although It
weighs the mame per barrel, will pro-
duce an average of from 10 to X more
loaves than can be made from a barrel
of tamily four. )

The reason for this Is that owing to
a difference In the process of milling
“bakers' flour” takes more water to
““wetl up,” as the trade expression goes,
The extra welght which Is put into the
baker's loat (s, therefore, only water,
which Is cheap at the present rates for
Croton.

“Baker's flour” costa the baker from
$.37 to 8.0 a barrel, at the present
market rates, and, bakaed up, thls same
flour turna into the baker's tll some-
thing over #$10, or about $560 proft
There 1n, to be sure, the cost of labor
to be deducted from this, and the ex-

to reduce the price one cent per loaf,
information s given 1o “The
Rvnnln: World™ by a member of the
Ansoclation whe has from the frst
uroraa the knocking off of tha super-
uous cent.
