Scientists Observe the Transit of

tho Planet Tu-Da- y.

I, nek of Clear Conditions Handicap
tile Local Watchers.

The transit of the planet Mercury
across the face of the tin began at flfty-ilv- e

minutes and forty-thre- e seconds
after 10 o'clock this morning, nnd will
end at twelve minutes after I o'clock tins
afternoon. The ixact time, to the h

part of a second, of the position
of Mercury ut four stages of Its transit
Is a matter of great Importance In the
astronomlcul world.

Observations were take alt over tho
t'nltcd States and Euiope. Locally, the
piluclpul Interest entitled in the observa-
tions of Trof. J. K. lteese. ut Columbia
llollege. At Wushlnglon the ustionomers
in the .N.tvul Observatoiy, In addition
to net Ing tin time und mannei of the
Planet's thrlp across the sun's disk, took
u uuiubei ot photographs of the event
with n large Similar
photographs were tukun at the Lick

In California.
Trof J. T Mom II, of Columbia Col-

lege, said this morning that In the ob-

servations taken to-d- the matter of
exact time was of the highest Impor-
tance, for the reason that the practical
value of the observations wus their
subsequent use us 11 basis from whhh
to check calculations now on record, us
to Meicurv's orbit and ns an old to the
solution of Interesting questions relating
to the rotntlon of the earth.

Another point of absorbing Interest to1
scientists concerns the existence of nn
atmosphere aiouiul Mercurv In form, r
observations, some astronomers claimed,
to have ee'i a faint c n nf l'trlit around
the edge of the planet. This ring, It has
been held, proves .Mercury to lie envel-cpe- d

In a substantial atmosphere
In the obsetvatory at Columbli Col-

lege Trof Ileese used the large
statlnuaiy telescope. Ttof Morrell
makes lilt nbsetv.itlons through a 3

portable Instrument.
Four observations were taken by each

ostronomer. 1st, at the time of external
contact, when the planet touched the
edge of the sun, 2d, when It had passed
within the sun's disk, 3d, when It had
passed across the sun, and Just before
it emerged on the other side, und, 4th,
when It was clear of the sun's disk.

CLOUDS IN T1IR ORSrRVKIta WAY

As a clou Hess sky and clear atmos-
phere are essential to successful ob-
servations, the local astronomers were
hndly handicapped by the haze which
hung over the cltv and obscured their
vision Trof Monell doubted If the cal-
culations us to time could be figured to
the nicety iruulred for practical use
At some oiher polnls in the Tnlted
.States, however, the atmospheric condi-
tions were probably better, and the nec-
essary data were obtulned.
