HIS FIGURES TANGLED.

This Trust Baker Sayi He Makes
Bread at a Loss,

But He Hedge., by Selling the Flour
Barrel for Twelve Cents.

Small Bakers Kuanlng Double Time
on Four Ceal Lonves.

With the people taking part In tho light
for four-ce- loaves, no pressure brought
to bear upon the Who esale Bakers' As-

sociation Is too great for the Trudt to
stand much longei.

While their profits wero rolling in the
bakers were loth to accede to the popular
demand for cheaper bread, but now that
the people are refusing to buy Trust
bread and the small bakers are runnulng
on Uouble time to supply the demand
for bread which they sell to retailers for
three cents a loaf, tho members of the
big combine arc coming to their sennes.

However, the Trust Is making a last
struggle to maintain their old scale of
prices, and Is still advancing the now
completely worn out argument that even
with flour at less than half the price
which they paid for it a few years ago
the bakers are barely able to exist.

The attempts of tho combine to prove
by an array of figures that there Is no
money In bread at four cents a loaf Is
oftentimes extremely funny.

One of these gentlemen undertook y

to prove to an "Evening Worla"
reporter that he was making less than
SO tents on n barrel of Ilifur. He got
out a pencil and began to ligure. Here's
the way he tangled himself up for wunt
uf a dress rehearsal.

"Now," said he, "a barrel of flour
weighs 190 pounds. It takes 98 pounds
of water to wet this up, so that the
Hour makes 291 pounds of dough. From
this dough we can scale 2JI five-ce-

loaves. No, that la too many. Allowing
for the dough lost 111 overweight while
being scaled, we get about 2u7 loaves
out of the batch of dough.
Now, 207 loaves at four cents a loaf Is
?8 2$. From this vou must deduct ubout
2o per cent., or $1.60, for returned bread.
Tills leaves $0.63. I paid J3.75 a barrel
for the flour I am using now bought It
when it was a little higher, you know-- so

that has to come out of the (6.68,
leaving $2 93

"It costs, let me see, about S3 a barrel
to bako and deliver the bread," and
then for the first time the member of
the Trust realized that he was "over
his head."

He was shown that, according to his
own figures, he had lost seven cents on
every barrel of flour he baked." Oh. yes," catching at a straw, " but
we get 12 cents for the empty barrel,
you know, and sometimes the percent-
age cf returned bread don't run quite
up to the 20 per cent, mark."

With such obvious misrepresentations
as thlt.. it Is rather difficult to place
any confidence in the statements of the
members of the Trust.

The absurdity of the statement that
the small bakeries can turn out four-ce-

loaves at a profit, while tne big con-
cerns with their Immense resources forbuying flour at the most advantageous
prices, and their large plants filled with
the most Improved: labor-savin- g ma-
chinery cannot, is too apparent to ad-
mit of dtcusslon.

"The Evening World" has learned that
less than four weeks ago one of the
films In the Trust offered to bind itself
bv contract to supply an agent with
bread of the present five-ce- size. In
quantity, at the rate of two cents a loaf.

It Is not to be supposed that bakers are
In the business for their health or to
wear out their old clothes and It Is rea-
sonable to assume that the baker In
question was figuring on a small profit
at least on his contract.

Those of the smaller bakers who aro
selling four-ce- loaves are doing a rush-
ing trade, and if the big concerns don't
cut their prices sojn they will really sus-
tain the losses which they claim to bo In
fear of.
