It Will Then Cost You Only
2 1-- 2 Cents a Pound.

And the Baker Will Not Pocket
100 Per Cent. Profit.

Cheaper IircaJ.

If every woman could be her own
baker In an emergency, the outcome of
the present war for cheaper loaves
would not be long In doubt. The pro-
fessionals would soon be forced to cry
out for mercy und to surrender to the
housenhes of the land on terms dic-
tated by thoso ladles. To assist In
bringing about this result tho following
rules for making good biead are given:

Three loaves of bread, each as large
as the ordinary baker's loaf, can be
made from two quaits of flour, one and
a quarter pints, or two and a half cups,
of lepld water, two tablespoons of but-
ter or lard, one yeast cake, one table-
spoon of sugar and one teaspoon of
salt. Two quarts of Hour are equal
to a very little over one pound. The
best Hour can be bought at the rate of
"I pounds for M cents. This iu about
2 cents a pound. The water will, of
course, cost nothing. If butter Is used
un eighth of a pound, at JO cents a
pound, will cost 2 cents. A yeast
cake costs 2 cents. A tablespoon of
sugar Is about half an ounce, nnd n 111

lost about half a cent. A tia-po- of
silt Is u quarter of an ounce, and will
not cost more than a quarttr of a cent.
All tho Ingredients will therefore cost
7 cents. They will make three loaes
and each loaf will cost 2 cents.

To make the loasa sweet, light whole-
some onus, which need not fear com-
parison with the baker's, break up the
.M'liat cake and put It Into a quart bowl.
Adil a gill of water and mix with a
mioou until the cake Is dissolved. Sift
the Hour Into the bread pan and beat
olio gill of It Into the yeast and water
niKture. Cover the bowl and let It
stand In a warm place tor two hours
At tho end of that time the batter
Mhould bo very spongy. Add to It a
pint of warm wnfr, half the butter and
all nf the sugu and sail. Stir this mix-
ture Into the biead bowl which contains
tho sifted Hour anil stir well with a
spoon. Sprinkle the mixing bo.nd withHour, turn tin-- dough out unon It and
knead thoroughl loi twenty minutes,'using as little Hour as possible. At the ,

end of that time the ball of dough
should be soft, smuoth and elastic. It
should then be placed In a bowl andthe second spoontul of butter should be
rubbed over It. A clean towel should'
be placed over It and then a tin or woodcover. The bowl should bo set In aiwarm plae and tho sponge allowed to
Use overnight. In the moinlng It willhave Increased to three times Its bulkand will bo a perfect sponge It should'be kneaded for Hvo minutes without theuso of more Hour and then shupud Intothreo loavea Theso should bo put Intel
t hreo deep pans, cut lengthwise throughthe centre nrd covered with a clear.towel. Let the loaves rise to twice theirsize and bake In a. moderately hot ovenfor Hfty minutes

The pve.i In which brea I Is baked'should be moderately hot. The best way
to test It Is to put Into It a piece of whitepaper. If at the end of live minutes Itis a dark brown the oven Is of the right
teniperaiuri-- . If It Is burned the oven Istoo hot, aid If It U only a light brownthe oven is not hot enough Hiead.when taken from the oven, should becooled by allowing the air to circulateall aiound it It should either be Hidacross the top of the broad-pa- n upside
down or leaned against the edge. Inthis way the gases, stem and alcoholpass off, making the loaf much sweeternnd crl-p- ti than It would be otherwiseIt shoull be perfectly cold before belnsput In the bread-box- .

CJrahnni flour costs almost two and ahalf cents a pound. To make a loaf of
It requires a pint of graham meal, apint of white Hour, three gills of water,

cako of compressed yeast,
u level teaspoon of salt, and one-ha- lf

gill of molasses. The half gill of mo-
lasses will cost about three-quarte- ofa cent. The pint of graham flour costs
about one and cents, andthat of white flour about one andcents. The yeast will cost half a
cent, and the bait a qunrter of a cent.
The total cost of the Ingredients for a

loaf of graham bread will therefore be
thiee and seven-eight- h cents. This will
be a luige loaf. The meal and Hour
should bo sifted Into a mixing bowl,
and the bran left from the graham
meal should bo 'urncd In also. The
jeast should bo dissolved In the water
and the salt and molasses mixed with
It. This liquid mixture should be turned
Into tho bread bowl on top of tho flour
and the dough should bo beaten for
twenty minutes or longer. The bowl
should then be covered and tho dough
left to rise. In the morning tho hands
should bo wet In lold wnter nnd the
dough vigorously beaten for five or ten
minutes. After being formed Into a
loaf It should be placed In a well but-
tered pan and allowed to rise until It
has (become nearly double Its original
size. It should bo baked for an hour
and a half, the oven being quite hot the
Hrst half hour nnd only moderato the
last hour

Itye bread Is made In just the same
!wa, substituting lye meal for graham.
I!e moal costs the same as graham.

j All the prices given are not based on
the single pound measurement, but on
the big scale. Even the poorest people
Hnl this a cheaper way of buying flour
than by the pound. If It were bought
by th barrel each loaf would be a
fraction of a cent cheaper.

Slow ly but surely the Wholesale '
Bakers Association Is coining around to
the people's way of thinking that a 1

pound loaf must be retailed for four
cents.

The Trust bakers have so far given In
ns to agree to reduco the price of the
large loaf which Is now sold to the er

for eight cents to seven cents.
The baker say that they can afford to
do this because It Is less trouble to bake
nnd deliver one large loaf than two
small ones. Tho saving In time, they
claim. Is sufllcient to allow them a proflt
at the reduced prlie. The combine stip-
ulates, however, tint the public shall
not ak for small-size- d bread if the price
lb reduced on cent on the large loaves.

One or tho best practical Illustrations
of the truth of the arguments advanced
by "Tho Evening World" Is that Hllde-bran- d

Uros , whose big baking establish-
ment on Carroll street, near Third ave-nu- e,

Hrooklyn, Is making money sell-
ing the standard loaves at the rate of
two and one-hal- f cents a piece. Hllde-bran- d

Bros, have been In business for
the lust Hftecn years, and run a dozen
or fifteen wagons. A member of the
firm said

"For pars we have sold our
bread at the rate of two for five

tents and have never lacked a market
for all we nad.

"The large loaves which are sold by
the grocers for nine and ten cents we
sell the day after they are baked for
flvo cents. At this rate we have always
realized a fair profit on the cost of pro-
duction

"I'lenty of people will buy h

bread. 1 use It on my own table In
preference to the fresh-bake- d article.
Many of the New York restaurants send
over here and buy the bread at 21-- 2

cents a loaf and us. It In their establish-
ments "
