Two boys were also arrested as the
actual operators. They are Max Abram.
alia auftamari, of 1,40 Norfolk street, and
Morris Ilinstelp, of 159 Orchard street
Both boys are laid to be seventeen,
though Einstein claims to be only fif-

teen The tw& boys operate by present-
ing forged orders on various firms in the
underwear, clothing and notion trade,
which purport to be signed by customers

were In most cases bo clever as to defy
suspicion.

Tnls leads the police to bellbve that a'
farm ore clever man than haa as yet
been arrested Is Interested In the
scheme. Nearly all the orders were
slgred "Burrel & Carr, 3 Llsenard
street," and among the fifty or more
firms which suffered were Charles
Broadway Rouss, Harvey r Co , of
275 Canal street.

Peculiarities of Oriental Cooklntf
Not Ilrllahrd by Europeans.

Some of the dishes were extremely
nice, notably the little shreds of toast
mutton, excellently seasoned, such as I
learned ever after to call for with con-
fidence at Chinese Inns. On the other
hand, the chicken was made uneatable,
and the eggs on this occasion, I am
bound to my. were nasty,
writes Barry I.ansdell In Chinese In
Central Asia. The taste for them as
eaten In China had need to be acquired,
no doubt, for I had been told at Vlerny
of the wonderful pains and expense at
which Chinese gourmands presene their
eggs till they are black and putrid and
of which they are as proud when many,
many years old as an English squire of
his crusted port I have, moreover, a
vague Impression, which for the mo-
ment I cannot erify. that I somewhere
tasted these ancient delicacies snd
found them good, but on the present oc-

casion my notebook condemns tbem
utterly,

The rissoles of pork sausage were
tasty, ard so were the French beans
