Witness Meyers Withdraws His

Plea of Not Guilty.

Snys the Accused Owned the "liny-out.- "

and Actetl at Cnpper.,

FnEEHOU), N. J., Nov.

County's Court-Hous- e was tilled
to-d- with Jerseymen who wanted to
see a New York Alderman, In the person
of "Charlie" Parks, tried on o charge of
running a gambling house at 216 Fifth
avenue, Ashury Park. The "gentleman
from the Thirteenth" was In court early,
and wore his most billllant headlight dia-
mond. The people's principal witness,
Mrs. Florence Meyers, the wife of Will-la-

Meyers, who is under indictment on
the same oharge as that against Parks,
was on hand when Prosecutor Ivlns
opened th case.

I Her failure to appear on Wednesday
last made It necessary to postpone the
case until It la acknowledged by
the prosecutor that he depends upon the
testimony of Meyers and his wife to
convict Parks. Prosecutor Ivlns began
the case y by stating that he would
show by the people's witnesses that Parkn
was well acquainted with Meyers In
New York, and teat they were Jointly
Interested In running a gambling-hous- e

at V West Thirty. ilrst street In thatcity. Thl was the place exposed by
"The Evening World" last June.

Mr. Ivlns also Aromlsed to prove that
furniture shipped from New York and

et up in the Asbury house. Including
la roulette wheel and other gambling ap-
pliances, was all the property of Alder-
man Parks. Before Meyer, who was the
first witness, was called h formally
withdrew his former plea of nt guilty
and entered the plea of non vult.Meyers, when ho took the stand,
swore that he came to Asbury
with his wife and Mr. Lyman on June
27 .'agt. and that b furniture arrived

, ...

the same day. Among tho' furniture was
a black box whloh Meyers said he
learned later contained a roulette wheel.
The black box, ha said, was the prop-
erty of Alderman Parks, and It was
taken to the stable In the rear of the
house by order of Parks- - The wheel
and other gambling paraphernalia were
set up in an upper room In the stable
after the floors had been covered with
ono of the Alderman's carpets,

Meyers wore that there was. besides
the roulette wheel, a and block lay-
out, a lot of high "chairs, such as are
used In gambling houses, and a trunk
full of cMpr anu car Ja. The day after
the gambling furniture was set up In the
stable, Meyers said he saw Parks give
the bank roll" to Ioulj Lyman, who
was employed ae cnlcf dealer for the
gambling house.

Meyer sold business was started up
at ence and continued until about Aug.
16. Whan tho witness was arked to
name some of the persons who had
played In the house, he said he remem-
bered that Joseph Patterson. Parker Do-ki-

John McCray and William Spell,
residents of Asbury Park, had played
there, and that he had seen a great
number of New Yorkers, whose names
he didn't think It necessary to give,
"buck the tiger" In the place.

Joseph Patterson, he said, started to
play one day on t capital of 30 cents, and
ran It up to 118. Flushed with success,
Patterson, Meyers said, began to play
higher, and lost all his money. He went
after more, and eventually lost tW. Then
Patterson kicked, and demanded that
the ball bearings ot the roulette wheels
be examined. This was done, and every-
thing, the witness sold, was found to be
all right. Patterson, according to Mey-
ers, made them lots ot trouble and

hi money back.
Meyer ald he told Patterson that he

was talking to the wrong man, and that
he should see Parks It he wanted his
money returned. During this argument,
Meyer said, the Alderman was outside
and listening under the window. The
witness said that Park afterwards told
hlrn that he had never heard such a
Vbeef" In all his "business" experience.

Meyera swore that Alderman Porks
acted os a capper for the game, and
used to frequently buy chips and play
so os to Induce others to stake their
money.

When cross-examin- by
Hoffman, whj. with Lawyer Samuel Pat-
terson, represented Parks, Meyers swore
that he frequently told the Alderman
that the gam must stop, or that there
would be trouble with the authorities.
Judge Hoffman tried unsuccessfully to
get the witness to swear that Parka
was the one who tried to hove the gam-
bling stopped.

The prosecution' next wltnc. was
Joseph Poiterson, brother of Alderman
Parks'a Junior counsel, Potteraon sold he
went to the Fifth, avenue house on night
with two friends and lost K3 playing rou-
lette, Meyers and Lymon were rolling
the bill and bonking a poker gome in
RttOthfr room. Th wltneoo Bald he

with three lawyers to get his money
back. This statement seemed to excite
the Ire of the presiding Judge. J. Clar-
ence Conover, who asked the witness to
repeat It.

"So you went there to get your
money back?" repeated the Court. In a
tone and with a look which might be
taken to Indicate disapproval of such
a proceeding on purely sporting ground.

Patterson said ne got his money hack
and signed a receipt for It. He couldn't
be mado to say that Alderman Parka's
name appeared on the receipt.
