Chemioal Bank'offloials Will Not'

Prosooute Defaulter Tait.

Sorry Their Bank Has Been Robbed,

but That Is All.

Talt Took $10,000 f tho Hank's
Money to Give to Friends.

Solely because of his desire to ac-
commodate his friends, as ho Insists,
John R, Talt, for twenty years paying
teller of the Chemical National Bank,
270 Broadway, has lost a position pay-
ing him $5,000 a year, the confidence
and esteem of his friends and neigh-
bors and only escaped a long term In
State prison by the magnanimous for-
bearance of his philosophical late em-
ployers.

The attitude of the bank officials Is
a peculiarly philosophical one. They
admit that Talt committed a crime, and
yet they refused to punish him, crimi-
nally, on the ground that while his ac-
tions were criminal his Intentions were
not.

According to President Williams, they
are glad it Is no worse, and will bo
satisfied If nothing worse happens to
the bank In tho next twenty years.

Tail's appropriations of the bank's
money were begun about a year ago.
They ranged In amount from $100 to
11,000, aggregate $15,715, and were covered
up by putting worthless checks In bis
cash Items.

Ills accounts passed muster laBt May
when National Bank Examiner William
H. Kimball went over them, but at the
examination last Tuesday, which the
bank has made about thlB time of year
as a matter of extra precaution, Mr.
Kimball found a check for $13,200 on tho
Twelfth Ward Bank, made out by C.
II. Babcock, who Is said to be Tail's
brother-in-la-

Mr. Kimball remembered that last May
he had found a similar check for $12,335
among the "checks cashed late;" that Is,
received the night before, cashed, butnot accounted for. He said nothing, but
made a recount the next morning, andwas surprised to find the $13,250 checkmissing.

Talt became nervous on being ques-
tioned, and Kimball grew suspicious.
He asked Talt to make out a new
proof sheet, which he was unable to
do, and told Cashier William J. Qulnlan,
Jr., so. At his request, Mr. Qulnlan ac-
companied Talt to President George Q.
Williams's home, where the paying-tell- er

broke down and confessed his
wrong-doin-

He declared that he had never profited
one cent by the peculations, but had
loaned the proceeds to friends whom ho
relies upon to repay him. In the event of
which he would have made good theBhortage. He had memoranda of these
loans to the amount of $13,000. Tho re-
mainder. $2,715, Talt Insisted, must have
been due to his mistakes In counting
out cosh.

Itore grieved than nugry. President
Williams told Talt to ro to his home in
Mount Klsco, where he has since re-
mained very, ill with nervous prostra-
tion.

President Williams said to "Evening
World" reporter this morning:

"It's a very simple thing, really. Theyoung man (Tait Is nearly iifty) In
whom we reposed the utmost confidence
for years, has betrayed our trust, Is
short In his cash nearly $16,000 and has
been removed from his position.

"We don't believe he Is a robber,
he had no right to loan the

bank's money, and we don't Intend to
prosecute him. He was simply weak,
that Is all. and we feel very sorry for his
family, which Is eminently respectable.

He was under a bond of $5,000, which Is
perfectly good. Whether we shall sue
to recover the remainder of the shortage
remains for the officers to determine
later. We ore only too glad that he
didn't take $100,000 and hope that In the
next twenty-eig- years none of our em-
ployees will take a greater amount thanhe did. This is the first thing of the
kind that has occurred to the bank In
forty years.

Mr. Williams was surprised to learn
that Talt had advertised his Mount
Klsco homestead for sale last week for
$15,000. almost the amount of his defal-
cation.

"The property sold once for $20,000,"
he said. "We could recover upon that,
I suppose, but it is mortgaged for $7,000,
and we do not care for mortgaged prop-
erty.

"I am actually of the opinion thatworry over his actions, had affected
Mr. Talt'a mental faculties. He took
no notes or other securities for the loans
he made to his friends." .

Talt has four grown-u- p children. He
bore a high reputation In Mount Klsco,
where he Is a pillar of the Methodist
Church. He was a man of most religious
habits, and. while he lived well, as hissalary ot $4,500 and $450 bonus at Christ-
mas permitted, was not extravagant. He
has never been known to speculate.
