he studied tho English and Dutch lan-
guages and gained a smattering of na-
tive dialects. Then he began to "traek"
Into tho Interior. During the period from
1872 to 1879 he penetrated the kingdoms
of the Dechuana tribes and explored the
mysterious caves of the "Wonder foun-
tains," lie discovered that the
ruins of Monopatopa, about which so
much has been written, did not exist on
the Hallnater farm In the southwestern
Tr&nsva. and were nothing more than
a most remarkable freak of nature. Dur-
ing this period he also traversed iho
kingdom of the He went as
far then as the Kails of the
Zambesi. In all his trips he had been
molested very seldom. This he ascribed
to his policy of conciliating the kings
and tribes before entering their terri-
tory.

In 1SS0 Dr. Holub returned to hla na-
tive country and was Invited to Vienna
and received by the Kmperor. The
African question was then exciting thegreatest Interest and he was encouraged
to lecture. With the proceeds, about
t2S,000, and a much larger amount con.
trlbuted by the Oovernment, he re-
turned to Africa In 1887 and made a
wider range. With his wife, six Aus-
trian otllccrs, twenty black servants
and 13) carriers, he pushed north from
the Cape of Good Hope, and after nearly
(wo years' travel he reachfd the far
northern rnrt of the
Kingdom. This exploration was to pre-
pare the way for the colonization by
England ot the northern territory be- -

longing to the the
and s.

The doctor speaks most enthusiasti-
cally of his second and longest continu-
ous expedition from ISSs to 1890. After
leaving the Zambesi Illver they were
deserted by the native guides. There
had been much sickness among them,
and for five months Prau Holub was
his only Intelligent medical assistant.
She escaped almost entirely the- - deadly
fever. The doctor says that women
surfer very little from It.

The most northern point reached then
was the Frans Joseph range of moun-
tains, being so named by Dr. Holub.
Before his visit none but Arab Ivory
traders had ever been In the region.
Six Ma-To- a kings and as many

chiefs had to be propitiated
before the turning point was made.
All this country Is well watered, some-
what hilly and excellent for the pur-
poses of settlers.

Dr. Holub brings with him trunks full
ot photographs. Among them Is that
of a la wizard dancing tho
"prophecy dance." There are also plc-tu- rs

of tho warriors, tho
finest-lookin- g savages, physically, tho
Doctor had encountered, and the only
tribe that never uses an assagai or
spear. Their only weopon Is tho bow
and arrow. Another picture was of that
curlouc little black man called the Hush,
man, the four-fo- dwarfs ot the Hotten-
tot tribe. One represented a dusky
beauty kneollng before the king at meal
time Bhe Is an African princess and
trusted with the Important duty of tast-
ing the King's food before It Is touched
by royalty. Bhe was a girl.
and she served one King Sepopo, whose
name means in English "a dream."

In the Doctor's collection Is a queer,
owlish-lookin- g bird, which the Doctor
said was one of the rarest of the fea-
thered Inhabitants of Africa, It Is an
eagle, known to scientists by the name
Helotausus Dcaudatus. Tho Dutch
chanced this Into the more expressive
"Gaukler" (an acrobat), because of its
being able to turn a hundred or mora
somersaults while descending a thousand
feet or so of atmosphere.

For More Tnan Twenty Years He and

Bis Horse, Hickory Jim,

Were Inseperable.

OHB 0WMWH0L0YED HIS HORSE.

Davis and Jim Faced Indians and Cow-

boys Together In Their

Younger Dart .

Old "Hickory Jim" Davts was burled ,

In Flower Hill Cemetery, near the
race-trac- k, yesterday afternoon.

There were no relatives at the grave,
and only a few horsemen who have long
known the old man witnessed the last
rites.

For years arid years Davis, gaunt,
cheeked and weather beaten, has
been drifting about the Eastern race-
tracks. Wherever he went, whether to
Quttenburg or to Sheepshead Bay, he
was Invariably accompanied by a worn,
battered old horse called Hickory Jim.

J After a while Davis began to be known
by the name of his old horse, and In re-

cent years he has been "Hickory Jim"
Davis to everybody on the turf.

Davis was a lonely old man, without
wife or children, living the Isolated life of
a race-trac- k trainer, and all the re-

pressed sentiment ot his nature went out
to his horse. It was the one topic about
which he would talk freely, and his
greatest pleasure was to sit on a stool
before Hickory Jim's stall door and,
white the ragged old horse was rubbing
his nose against his owner's cheek, tell
ot the strange sights they had seen to-

gether. They had been thrown with each
other for so many years that when their
faces were thus side by side, there was
a resemblance between them, half lu-

dicrous, half pathetic such as Is some-
times seen In the faces ot very old mar-
ried couples.

Davis used to tell how he raced Hick-
ory Jim from the Canada line to the Illo
Grande, against the horses of Indians,
Mexicans and cowboys, until Jim became
so well known and so thoroughly feared
that he was not allowed to compete.
Although Jim Is only known to be by
George Dasher, out of an unknown mare,
he was a good race-hor- se In those days
and Is probably a pure thoroughbred. In
gameness, stamina and bulldog tenacity
there Is not a thoroughbred In all the
stud-boo- k Jim's superior.

Davis had many Jokes to tell about
Hickory Jim. When tho horse became so
famous through the West that lie could
get no money against him, Davis deter,
mined to change his name, and at the
town of Butte, Mon., where they next
appeared. Hickory Jim was entered Ba-

iled Mike.
l Aa It happened, the miners were nearly
.all Irishmen and tho name Red.Mlka
seemed to recall patriotic memories to
them. They all wanted to plunge on Red
Mike, and Davis could get no betting.

Davis loved to tell how. In the raoe In
which Jim was entered, the Bluegrass
horses all came out on the track with
ribbons knotted In their manes, amid the
applause of their admirers. When old
Jim slowly trotted down the stretch a
roar of laughter went up. He paid no
attention to their insult, however.'but
continued on his .way with his head
down, giving strict attention to business.
Although he got off badly, he caught hla
field In the first furlong, and won pulling
up by half a dozen lengths.

It was In those days that Davis
reached the highest point of his pros-
perity. He took his horse East and won
good races with him at Monmouth Park
and Sheepshead Bay, and at one period
Davis was worth 375,000 or 1100,000.

At length time did for Hickory Jim
what his adversaries could not do. With
stiffened joints and muscles he found
himself by younger horses.
Now and then, by his superior sagacity,
he managed to slip through a crowd ot
stupid youngsters who had not his vast
experience, nut every year his earning
power grew less and for the past Ave
years he has hardly won a race.

Aa his horse ceased to win. Davls'a for-
tune declined; but he never for a mo-
ment allowed his poverty to Interfere
with Jim's oomfort, , The horse received
the same care and was fed as well as
when, years ago, he was throwing dust
In the faces of the pride of BluegTasa.
Davis personally saw to that himself.

Davis had a number of offers from
museum men for his horse because he Is
believed to be the oldest race-hor- In
the world, but he would always reply:

"Me an Jim's bin together a good long
while now, an' I guess we will stay to-

gether till one of us dlea,"
In the last few months Davis's fortune

picked up a little, and at Narraganaett
this fall he managed to win some money
and buy several horses. It was while
he was on his way to Quttenburg from
Narragansett to nslt Hickory Jim,
whom Tie left at Guttenburg, that Davis
a week ago caught the cold from which
he died at BL Mary'e Hospital Tuesday

Is now at Quttenburg In charge of
a stableman named Lewis. The door
of Hickory Jim's stall looks towards the
graveyard, where his master la sleeping,
only three blocks away, and the two,
friends so miserable In Ufa are not en-
tirely parted by death.
