Inasmuch as the Shoe and Leather
stockholders have tde up out of their
own pockets the deficiency resulting
from their own carelessness. It Is not a
public duty to characterlre tbelr conduct.
If the depositors had suffered or the In-

stitution been a public one. such neglect
would have been prorerly classified as
criminal.

It U only fair to the bank's officers,
however, to call attention to the fact
that It was through their vigilance
finally that greater loss was prevented.
When, after fifteen years. It occurred to

them to adopt one of the most usual
and simple precautions against pecula-
tion, the career of the thieving assistant
bookkeeper was promptly ended.

Had this happy thought been post-

poned for a year or two longer, the
directors would undoubtedly havo come
down some day to find their clerk sitting
on the front steps with deeds to the
building In his pocket and the sign
" Seely's Prlvae Bank" overhead.

IS IT A MYSTERY 1

The terrible accident nt the Cortlandt
street stntlon of the Sixth Avenuu d

llallroad last Saturday evening,
by which two lives wero lost, has been
given a certain degree of mystery,
which Is duly Improved, as usual, by a
police "theory."

It Is reasonable enough to suppose
that thu men were "skylrirklng" on the
platform; that one of them slipped and
fell Just as the train was approach-
ing, and that the other was either
pulled down as his companion fell, or
sacrificed his life In an effort to save
his friend.

The first doubt Is excited by the re-

port that a third man was on the plat-
form In their company, and that he
suddenly vanished when the disaster
occurred. This caused the suggestion
that there may have been a quarrel and
a struggle on the platform', and that
one of the dead men may have been
pushed onto the track by the supposod
companion, who disappeared.

The police, however, fix their eyes on
the suicldo theory, and can see no
other explanation of the tragedy. Dr.

BaBley, the
other, sought to prevent the act, and
was dragged down and shared his
friend's fate.

This theory Is adopted because Dr.
