Dr. Felix Adler was the first witneas
before the Tenement-House Commission
this afternoon. In reply to A reguest
for wuggestions, he mald he was a mem-
ber of the Tenement Committes of 1884
The present Commission should keep two
abjects in view—[ret, to improve Lhe
condition of the presenl lenemenis re-
garding light and ventllation, and, sec-
ond, to provide for the growth of the
tenement-house system for the Greater
New York, and prevent the dupliestion
of the evils now existing. Ho feared the
minds of the Commission might be
necommodated only to the New York of
the prosent, & parrow strip of land al-
most strangled by two rivers.

Seely Within Easy Heach,
Angel further Intimated that Heely
was within easy reach, but was not
lkely to surrender—at lesast not for a
day or two.
