Inspector Cohlln
was In charge of the 300 policemen, each
ot whom had a troubled look on his
face, which was explained by one of
the "coppers" thusi

"When It comes time for us to take
a hand we wonder If we will be In It."

Everything that the management could
do to lessen tho discomfort of the crowd
was very little at best. A load of clean
straw had teen hauled out on the field
and part of it was spread around the
outside of the fence for the benefit of
the dejected-lookin- g individuals who
gathered thjre.

The pile of straw which had been pro-
vided for the reporters was promptly
appropriate by tne policemen who were
stationed Inside the field fence, so that I

the poor scribes, at their little pine
tableu at the south Hide of tho field, had
to put their feet where they best could.

At 1 o'clock it looked as If there would
be less than 15,000 people on the ground
when the game opened. This didn't
make any difference to the manage-
ment, however. Charles F. Mathewson
saiu mat every one oi tne io,wu seats
In the stands had been sold, and that
all the admission tickets, which had been
limited to .000, were gold.

Up to the time the teams arrived at the
grounds there was a noticeable lack of
the old boisterous spirit which usually
enlivens the hour before the game be-
gins. The cold was searching, 'and the
attendant drizzling rain served further
to chill to the marrow all who would
otherwise be yelling like wild demons
for their respective colleges.

The experts who are always on hand
to talk about the condition of the Held,
were unanimous In their verdict ot
"beastly." The grldlron'was one which
renders perfect play utterly Impossible.

The ground was deceptive, too. Where
It looked the fairest the sparse grass hid
a slimy foundation, which would be the
cause later of many a fall.
