Congress.

NEEDED
CURRENCY REFORMS.

Reasons Why We Are Co-

nstantly Debtors to Othor

Ooantries.

BEGGARED BY REDEMPTION.

Changes in the Present Bank-

ing Laws Strongly

Urged.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 4 --The annual
report of the Secretary of the Treasury
was sent to Congress It shown
the revenues from all sources for the
fiscal ytar ended June 30, 1801, were

and the expenditures 11)2,030,768.
leaving a deficit of 169,803.260.

Speaking of financial conditions the
Secretary says:

"On July 1 last the total cash In the
Treasury, excluding current liabilities,
but Including a gold resrve of (64,873,024,
was 1116,626,221; and on Nov. 1 the total
cash, excluding current liabilities, but
including 161,361,826 In gold, was 1106,092,-73-

showing a decrease of 19,03.487. The
excess of expenditures over receipts dur-
ing the last fiscal year was 169,803,260, and
during the first five months of the pres-
ent fiscal year, 121,737,367.92.

"It Is not believed, however, that this
difference between the receipts and ex-

penditures will continue In the same
proportion until the close of the year,
and, accordingly, I have estimated a de-

ficiency of 120,000,000 at that time. Ow-
ing to the large Importations of raw
sugar In anticipation of the passage of
the Tariff act of Aug. 28, 1894, trie duties
collected' upon that article up to Dec. 1
amounted to only 13.022,000, and, of
coune, nothing has yetbeen realized
from the tax on Incomes, as Its pay-
ment cannbt legally be enforced until
after July 1, 1895.

But there is reason to believe that theimportations of sugar must be resumedat an early date and .continued upon a
scale which will yield a large revenue
from that source during the remainder
of the year, and It Is probable, also,
that on account of the penalties whichmay bo incurred for within
ten days after July 1, a considerable
fiart of the Income tax will be realized

to be available. As the reducedrates of duty on manufactures of wool
will take effect on Jan. 1, 1895, the Im-
portations of that class of goods will
doubtless be greatly Increased after that
date, and consequently a considerable
addition to the revenue may be reason-
ably anticipated from that source.

"If these expectations should be to any
considerable extent disappointed, theyear will close with a greater deficiency
than has been estimated. '

"My opinion Is that the laws now In
force will yield an ample revenue for
the fiscal year 1896, as all their provisions
will then be In operation, and the pros-
pective. Improvement In the business of
the country, it realized, will greatly In-
crease the resources 'from which taxes
are collected, and accordingly a surplus
of 128,814,920 Is estimated for that year.

"In my last annual report I called at-
tention to the unsatisfactory condition
of our financial legislation, and especial-
ly to the Issue and redemption of cir-
culating notes by tho Government and
the Inability of the Secretary of the
Treasury under existing laws to make
prompt and adequate provisions for thesupport of the public credit. The experi-
ence of the past year has confirmed and
strengthened the opinions then ex-
pressed, and I therefore respectfully but
most earnestly urge upon Congress the
necessity legislation during
its present session.

"The n defects In our finan-
cial system and the serious nature of
the evils threatened by them have done
more during the last two years to Im-
pair the credit of the Government and
the people of the United States at home
and abroad and to check our Industrial
and commercial progress than all otherthings combined, and our first and plain-
est duty Is to provide. If possible, some
effective method for the prompt and per-
manent relief of the country from theconsequences 'of the present unwise pol-
icy. A brief statement of the practical,
and unavoidable results of the existing
legislation will demonstrate Its Injurious
effects upon our financial affairs more
clearly than'any argument that could be
submitted.

Gold Ileserve Heduced.
"After many fluctuations the gold re-

serve held for the redemption of United
States legal tender notes was reduced
on Jan. 17. (1894, to the sum of 169,757,824,
and the cash balance In the Treasury,
excluding tbe current liabilities, but In-
cluding the gold reserve and subsidiary
and minor coin, was 183,961,402. The cur-
rent ordinary expenses for the support
of the Government were, and for some
time had been, very considerably In ex-
cess of the current receipts, and, con-
sequently, It was Impossible to pro- -

This came as a bombshell In what
had been uninteresting proceedings. It
was met bv Mr. McCurdy with an ob-
jection. He claimed the prosecutors
should opedfy cases in the question.

Mr. Phillips and Mr. Sutro argued
against the ruling, but could not change
the Commissioner's decision. They ad-
mitted that they could name no specific
Instances, and looked somewhat crest-
fallen.

Were the Cases Prepared f
The admission was considered by spec-

Mr. Phillips went Into an investigation
of the methods of the professional bonds-
man, Charles D Jaehne, who was ex-
posed by "The World."

Indictments Held Hack.

Mr. Unger admitted that the District-Attorne- y

retains Indictments pending
trial, but said that over a month ago
about 309 old Indictments, some pre-
sented as long ago as 1871, and charging
crimes varying from murder in the first
degree to violation of the excise law,
had been turned over to the Clerk of
the Court.
