Amounted to 1,100,0(4-1.14- .

The annual report ot the Brooklyn
Bridge Trustees for tne year ending
Dec. 1 was presented to Mayor Ollroy and
Mayor Schleren The total re-
ceipts were JMW.08U4. This Is tM.82J.90
less than for the previous year.

The receipts from carriageways,
were 11,857 87 more than for the

previous year.
The total number of passengers car-

ried on the cars was 11,711,215, as against
A2,615,1CJ the .year before.

A part of the reduction In receipts Is,
Df course, due tD the fact that since July
1 last two tickets have been sold for
five cents.

Including; rentals and amounts received
from the two cities on construction ac-
count the total receipts for the year were
Jl,i:c,:.98.M. The total expenditures were
S1.621.CS0 M. Included In the expenditures,
however, are J193.3MW on construction
account, and 1360,000 to Brooklyn and
1180.000 to New Vork on account ot sur-
plus.
