REPORT ON BROCK WAY

Commission Findings to Eo Mado

Publio Tc-Da- y.

Judge Learned Said to Donounco

Elmira Brutality.

Final Action In the Case Heats with
Gov. Flower.

ALBANY, Dec. 10. The report of the
Commission to examine Into the charge
that the managers of the Elmira Re-
formatory neglectod their duty and al-
lowed cruelties to be practiced In the
Institution, and which consists ot a ma-
jority and a minority report, will be
given to the press this afternoon. The
majority and minority reports are vo-

luminous, and Gov. Flower, In whose
hands they are now, had not quite fin-

ished digesting them last night, when he
said that he would not divulge their con-
tents until he gavo them to the press.

Judge William ,. Learned, the bril-
liant Jurist, who was the President ot the
Commission, presents a minority report
In which ho deals with tho methods In
vogue In the Institution ln the most
severe manner. He nllegcs that brutal-
ity existed and that It was, by falluro to
take action, sanctioned by the Board of
Managers. He holds that there Is no
warrant under the law for the punish-
ment of the Inmates In the manner used
by Hrockway, ond that. In fact, the
stittutes distinctly forbid any such brutal
metnods.

He believes that the best Interests of
the inmates can obtain only by the re-
moval of the present officials and a
strict enforcement of a provision pro-
hibiting tho use of violent punishment.

It Is understood on the best ot au-
thority that Dr, Austin Flint nnd Israel
T. Ueyo have reported In favor of the
Hoard, and consequently In favor of
Hrockway. They hold that the Board
had a perfect knowledge of the working
of the Institution and that such corporal
punishment as was used was necessary
for the maintenance of discipline In the
Institution. They hold that the punish-
ment Inflicted had no such lasting efTeetupon tho punished as would solitary con-
finement or the various other modes
suggested by humanitarians.They state that from a small begin-
ning the Institution has grown to bo one
of the models, If not the model Institu-
tion In the world, and if the methodsand laxncss said to exist had been preva-len- t.

It never could have obtained thatposition.
The report of the Commission does not

in nny way finally detcrmino the case,
for tho Governor may or may not sanc-
tion the recommendations of either themajority or the minority. The matterrests entirely with him and he has the
full testimony before him. Tho report
has less weight than that of a refcreoappointed to take testimony.

He
alleges that brutality existed and that
It was by failure to take action sanc-
tioned by the Board of Managers, He
holds that there Is no warrant under the
law for the punishment of the Inmates In
the manner used by Brockway, and that,
ln fact, the statutes distinctly forbid any
such brutal methods. He believes that
the best Interests of the inmates can
obtain only by rhe removal of the pres-
ent officials and a strict enforcement of
a provision prohibiting the use of violent
punishment.

The Joint findings of Commissioners
Deyo and Flint are said to be less
severe In their criticisms of Elmira
methods.
