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Tho Next Enoyclioal Will Defino

His Powers.

The Pope Working Earnestly Upon

tho Document.

Will no Addresser to the Nerds of
the Church In America.

(Spertil Cbl Dpi(ch to Tli World )

ROME, Dec. . An Influential Car-
dinal assured The World correspondent

y that tho expected encyclical to
tho American Hlshops would bo com-
pleted within the next three days, and
was likely to be published about the
end of tho year.

(Pperlnl rorrfiporflffKe of Tlif WorM )

HOME, Nov. !0. The expected
of I. co XIII, to the Hlshops of

tho United Stales Is still the subject of
much speculation In ecclesiastical circles
of Home. Tho completion of the docu-
ment has born delayed by ho Congress
of the Oriental Patriarchs, which Insted
for three weeks. Now, however, that
the Popo has more leisure, he has
again resumed work on the Encyclical.

The Apostolic Delegation at Washing-
ton Is not tho only subject which tho
Pope will deal with. It may, after all,
not be the chief object of the document.

I have Just Interviewed a Cardinal re-
garding the Encyclical.
AN EMINENCE ON THE ENCYCLI-

CAL.
"The Encyclical," said Ills Eminence,

"will be devoted to the whole religious
situation In the United States. The
Pope has sent messages of this sort to
almost all the lands and peoples of the
Catholic world. Hut there are still
some countries to which he has not yet
specially addressed himself. Among the
number nre England, the United States
and South America.

"It Is the purpose of His Holiness to
send Encyclicals to each of these. Just
now It Is the turn of the United States,
In which tho Pope has always taken h
deep Interest,"

CONCERNING THE DELEGATE.
In answer to a question as to what

the Pope wns likely to say about the
Washington Delegation, the Cardinal
replied:

"The Holy Father will probably sup-po- rt

It vigorously. He will give public
expression to his resolve to maintain
and sustain Its action. It has repeated-
ly been said In the United States that
the Pope Intended to make the Delega-
tion 'absolutely Independent' of the Prop-agantl- a.

Whether this Is true or not 1

do not know. I hardly think, though,
that the Holy Father will adopt this
course without an exhaustive study of
the questions likely to be nffected, and
until he has weighed well the logical
result which would be to abolish the
present status of the United States as
what is called a 'missionary country."

"For all that, there Is nothing impossi-
ble in the reported plan.

"This much at least is sure: Mgr.
Satolll's powers need clear definition.
The Jurisdiction of Apostolic Delegates
generally Is of a somewhat vague char-
acter, depending very largely on the
Pope for their extent. Tho Pope en-

larges or restricts it as he chooses.

A PAPAL DULL IS NEEDED.
"It Is highly probable that the Holy

will take the opportunity af-
forded him by the Encyclical of ex-

plaining tho true measure of his 's

authority.
"But tho Encyclical nil) give only

the general and vague outline of the
Sovereign Pontiff's will In the matter.
Ills orders on tho subject cannot be
announced In an Encyclical. A Papal
bull or an Apostolic Constitution are
required to give his will effect.

"As to the date on which the Encyc-
lical will be Issued, nothing has yot
been decided. It may be published at
Christmas, or it may not be Issued until
January or February next. One can
never bo quite sure upon such points
with Leo XIII. Like all conscientious
artists, he Is beset by doubts and re-
grets. He always fears that he may
not have dono as wisely or as well as
he would have desired to. Meanwhile
tho document Is being subjected to con-
stant revision. In view of the vast
Importance it will huve, It Is only nat-
ural that the Pope should wish to
weigh his every word and phrase.

GATES.

Replying to a question as to the
rumor that .Mgr. Batolll would be

Lega-.- f "a latere," the Cardinal
remarked:

"There are three degrees among thePapal enos employed in dlplumacj-t- ho
Ablegates, the Delegates and theLegates. All that Is Indispensable to

the appointment of un Ablegate or n
Delegate U that the person selected
should be an eccieslastlo-elth- er priest
or prelate. Whin an ecclesiastic belong-
ing to the Cardlnalate happens to beengage. on a mission, in lrtue of his
rank as Cardinal he becomes what Is
called a Legale "a latere.'

"Should, Mgr. Batolll be
created a Cardinal, and should the Pope
determine to leave him for some timelonger at his post In Washington, he
will be a Legate 'a latere.' Hut thisdignity will be the natural complement
of his Cardlnalshlp and his successor
will be only nailed a Delegate."

Nothing Is certain yet as to the ex- -
Icieu elevation of Mgr Satolll to thepurple. The Pope himself has settled
nothing et According to several mem-ber- s

of the Sacred College, however, his
creation Is likely to occur within the
next few months.
