hypothetical case of a failed bank, and
asked the course to be pursued under
the proposed system.

"First," said the Secretnry, "theOmnk's
30 per cent, goes Into the General Safety
Fund, The notes of the bank are then
Said Immediately. If the total of the

Fund, and the assets of the failed
bank, are sufficient to meet all liabilities
without carrying the General Safety
Fund below the a per cent., then all the
banks are assessed to meet the liabili-
ties, l'ho banks then have a lien on
the assets of the failed banks."

Mr. Walker asked what would happen
If n. failed hank (had no assets, so that
there would be flo lien for the other
banks to fall back on. The Secretary
said this was an extensive presumption.
It had occurred only six times that a
National bank hail been absolutely
without assets.

"I understand." said Mr. Johnson, of
Ohio, "that you hope to secure nn elasticcurrency by this plan. Now, what In-
centive would there be for a bank to
reduce Its circulation?"

"The bank may not at once reduce,"
said the Secretary "but If the public
does not want money, the bank will
withdraw circulation, as there will bea small tax on It."

"The bank will eo the limit of Us cir-
culation at the outset, will it not?"queried Mr. Johnson.

"Probably ye, at the itart." Bald Mr.
Carlisle, "but If there Is no demand for
what Is issued the notes will be slow I vtut surely retired. The tax on the notes
Is not much, but It Is enough to keep
the Issue beyond what the public
needs."

Mr. Johnson said he could not sco theelasticity claimed. Some banks might
reduce others might not. Tho plan
showed a great Inducement for Issuingcurrency, but It did not show the same
inducement for contracting currency.

Mr. Johnson, of Indiana, asked as to
tjie State bank feature of the Secreta-ry's plan,

"It suggests merely n plan by which
State banks could net If they saw fit.
Uut the Government has no direct con-
cern with State Institutions. The plansimply gives them the privilege of act-
ing under certain conditions If they
see fit "

Mr. Walker asked If Mr. Carlisle hadyet drawn a bill embodying his plan.
The Secretary replied that he had dic-
tated a rough draft this morning, and
he would submit It to the Committee.It was a tentathe measure, nnd hejould change It In some details,

Mr, Carlisle next took up the fifthproposition of hi plan, viz.: "No Na-
tional bank note to be of less denomina-
tion than J10, and all notes of the same
denomination to be uniform In design;
but banks desiring to redeem their notes
In gold may have them made payable In
that coin. The Secretary of the Treas-ury to have authority to prepare andkeep on hand ready for Issue upon nppll-- 1
cation a reserve of blank National bank-
notes for each banking nraoclntlon hav-ing circulation."

The Secretary showed the desirability
of this section. It would encourage the
circulation of the silver certificates of
small denominations. Tho National bank
notes being above $10 would glo n clear
Held to the silver certificates under $10
Those certificates were now crowded
Into the Treasury. If they were to be
kept as a part of our money, they should
be forced Into use, and this would ac-
complish that end.

Representative Hall, of Mlsrourl, naked
as to the gold 'provision in the Secre-
tary's plan. .

Mr. Carlisle said this had been put In
because of the "gold banks" on the Pa-
cific coast, mainly at San Francisco,
which had little paper and much gold
It was not Intended to apply to the
country at large. Mr. Sperry asked If
silver certificates were redeemed In gold

"No." said the Secretary, "there Is a
popular Impression to thai effect, but It
Is not correct. There are only two
classes of notes redeemed In gold, vlr.-th- e

greenbacks and the Treasury notes
under the Sherman act of 1890"

In response to several questions by
Mr. Johnson, of Ohio. Mr, Carlisle said
the suppositions were based on ex-
tremes. Tie future should look out for
itself. The plan was based on the con-
ditions of the present and not remotepossibilities of the future.

Mr. Sperry asked what would occur
If tbe gold circulation should disappear,
would the Government meet Its obliga-
tions In sliver?

The Secretary replied that slher was
only one-fift- h of the clrcu'atlon. Therewas need of small notes to supplement
the coin.

Mr. Walker asked ns to the subsidiary
silver coin, which led Mr. Cai lisle tospeak of the bad condition of the cur-
rency laws on this point.

RAILROADS OF THE WORLD.

I'lilteil Stiitm Lends ill Hull nnil
'IVW-Krnli- MllriiKf,

WASHINGTON, Dec 10. If the pos-

session of railroads and telegraphs Is a
gauge of conization the United States
certnlnly stands far ahead ot any other
nation. Of railroads America has 218,-8-

miles, or 31,000 more than all of
the remaining countries ot the vord
combined, Europe has but 141,319 miles,
while Asia couits only 23,2191-- 2 miles.
Africa has 7,212 miles and Australia
12.685 miles,

Thee facts are set forth In the "an-
nual railway record," published by tho
German Minister of Public Works and
transmitted to the State Department by
United States Consul Morris at Ghent.
All of the rallwayi of the world aggre-
gate 406.318 1 miles In length. Germany
has the greate.it mileage, 27,451 miles,
with ce second, 24.014 miles, and
Spain least of all. with b,7t miles, torevery 10,000 Inhabitants In the United
States there are 25 12 mllei of railroad,
while In Europe the proportion falls to
4 22 miles per 10,000 inhabitants.

Tbe wor'd's railroads cost $33,500,000,000.
The cheapest roads are In Australia,
where. In the western portion, tho price
was as low as 121,733 per mile. The roads
in the United States cost ten and a third
billion dollars, or an average ot $39,238.12
per mile.

The exhibit In the case of telegraph
lines Is scarcely less striking. The
world's mileage of lines Is !,Ob9,343. of
w hlch E45,tr. miles are In America, 380,278
In Europe, 67,481 In Asia, 21,302 In Africa
and 47,535 In Australia.
