the remaining countries of the world
combined., Europe has but 14,350 miles,
while Asla counts only 22,219 1-2 milea
Africa has 7,212 1-2 miles and Australla
12685 miles,

‘I'hese facts are sat forth In the “an-
nual rallway record,’” published by the
Clerman Minister 0% Publle Works and
transmitted to the State Department by
United Btates Consul Morrls at Ghent.
All of the rallways of the world agere-
ate 3-4 miles In length, Germany
rau the greatest mileage Bl miles
with France secand 04 miles, and
Spaln least of all, with 6769 miles. For
every 10,000 Inhabitants In the United
Brates there are 235,18 miles of rallroad,
while In Euruﬁw the proportion falls to
4.2 miles per 10,000 Inhabltants.

The wor'd’'s rallronds cost $33,500,000,000,
Thea cheapest roads are in Australia,
where, in the western portion, the price
wan as low as 321,783 per mile. The roads
in the United States coat ten and a third
blllon dollars, or an sverage of 18,2812
per mile.
