President of the Ilelchstag, a request
from tho Public Prosecdtbr, exclusively
announced by the Associated Press yes-teid-

afternoon, that the Helchstng
sinctlon the criminal prosecution of the
Socialist Deputies who remained seated
on Tuesday last, when Herr von Levet-zo- w

called for cheers Tor the Emperor,
has aroused a storm of discussion In the
press. The National 2eltung, comment-
ing on tho request, says!

"If tho llelchfllag were to authorize
the prosecutions further action would
depend Upon the decision of the Judicial
authorities on the doubtful question as
to what constitutes lese majeste."

The Boereen Courier remarks:
"There la no doubt that the Reichstag

will emphatically reject the request. If
, the Government Intends to dissolve
. Parliament let It be done before un-
pleasant debates arise."

The Vosslsche Zeltung thinks that:
"Tho harm that will be done will out-

weigh the advantage which would be
derived from prosecuting 4he Socialists."

The Tngeblatt states that:
"The Socialists stand in great need of

a weapon with which to stir up the
masses, and the Government Is eolnor
tho best way to supply the same."

The Krcuz ifeUung expresses the opin-
ion that:

"Even If tho Reichstag1 refuses to
grant the request of tho Public Piose-cuto- r,

proceedings can bo tnken after
tho session, as the offense was not cov-

ered bv Parliamentary privilege."
Tho Vorwaerts, organ of tho Social-

ists, says:
"Article 27 of the Constitution re-

serves to the Reichstag alone tho right 6f
reguhtlng its discipline. The Public
Prosecutor Is not entitled to interforo
with what tho Deputies do within tho
precincts of tho House. In the Interest
of Its authority, the Reichstag must
take up a decided position against the
application of the Public Prosecutor."

I Continuing, the Vorwaerts desfcribed
tho proposal as an attack upon Parlia-
mentary privileges, and asserts that tho
Reichstag muBt prevent the possibility
of Its repetition.

Prlnco Hohenlohe appeared In tho
Reichktag y a few minutes before
the sitting opened. Thcro was no demon-
stration of any description.

Tho Chancellor chatted with Herr
Beckh and other South German dele-
gates while waiting for tho session to
open, and when the sitting began tho
Prlnco sat burled in a chair until ho
arose and began reading In a low, halt-
ing voice, which was almost inaudible,
his speech outlining the programme of
the Government.
