PROTECTING INTERSTATE COMMERCE.

By the decislon of Judge Woods, sen-
tencing President Debs, of the Amer-
lean Rallway Unlon, 1o slx months’ im-
prisonment. for his part In the great
rallroad strike of lnst summer, It Is held
that to Induce & *‘strike’” Is a conspir-
noy and punishable as such, The Judge
holds that It \s “known of all men” that
It wus the purpose of Debs and his ns-
soclates to paralyze the interstite com-
merce of the country, and he says, "if
men enter into a conspiracy to do any
unluwful thing and, in order to accom-
plish thelr purpose, advige workmen to
go on sirike, knowing that violence
and wrong will ba the probable outcome,
nelther In law mor in morals can they
escape the responsibliity."

Now what Judge will interpret the law
un it relates 1o the duty of Lhe corpora-
tions and (he crime of dolng any act on
thelr part calctlated to lead to “violence
and wrone" and to paralyze the inter-
sliste commerceof the country? Thecourt
doen mot deny the right to the men to
quit wark, northe possibllity of & “peace-
ful sirike.” But if & peacaful sirike
takes place and the corporations enter
Inte a consplracy not to recognize Its
penceful and lawful eharscier, but to
Ignore and spurn any overtures of set-
tlement coming from a labor organisa-
tlon, do they not commit ths very act
for which Debs and hip askociaies are
now to be punished? Does not the law
apply to both sldes In such chwes?
