BANKERS ON CURRENCY.

Two New York Presidents Ileforc
House Committee.

WASHINGTON. Dec. X5. At the clos-ln- g

hearing on the question ot currency
revision, before the Committee on Bank-In- s

and Currency ot the House, Presi-
dent O. U. Williams of the Chemical
National Bank, ,of New York, repre-
sented the prevailing "lew among bank-
ers, while President W. 1. St. John, of
the Mercantile Bank cf New York, rep-
resented the Eastern view favorable to
ellver,

Prostden Williams urged that legal
tender notes should be funded, $00,000,000
at a time, unttl they wero eliminated
from our fiscal system. Bonds at 3 per
cent, should be recoved aa security of
National bank notes on a basts of par
for the bonds, the Government to haea first Hen on the assets ot the bank.
These notei should be redeemable In
New York City, and when Issued In suf-
ficient volume, r:d being readily con-
vertible, would furnish adequate elas-
ticity to the currency. The lax on the
circulation of National banks should at
once be removed. Tbe Baltimore plan,
Mr. Williams said, nould be safe In
large cities, but might start many
mushroom banks, and their failure
would cause loss to the whole system.

President St. John characterised the
repeal ot Ihe Sherman act last year and
the closing of the Indian mints to silver
as "the world's blind experiment" In
money and declared that It was tbe
duty of Congress to stop experimenting
and get back to the Hamilton-Jefferso- n

coinage system; to restore bimetallism
Independent of other, nations.
