There were Indications at the District-Attorney- 's

office this morning that
something Important would be laid before
the Oraml Jury to-d- In tho shape of
evidence against police officials.

Detective-Sergea- Von
Qerlchten held a whispered conversa-
tion with Mr. Lindsay shortly after tho
latter's arrival. Neither would say the
police arrests were expected or not ex-

pected.
It Is the policy Of the District-Attorney- 's

ofllce to preserve secrecy about
the situation regarding police charges,
and by throwing an air of mystery
about the confession ofThorne, to keep
the suspected officials on the anxious
seat. There cannot be the slightest
doubt that a number of captains, ser-
geants and ward men will be Indicted
and arrested as a result of the con-
fession of Thome, but Just when this
will happen It Is Impossible for any one
outside of those Assistant District-Attorne-

having the matter directly In
hand to say, and they will not talk.

There Is no doubt that warrants were
Issued last night for the arrest of police
officials. They were given by Judge
Martlne personally In his court to Cen-
tral Office detectives to execute. Resultsmay be looked for y.

Thorne, whose trial was set for this
week before he made his confession, Is
not among those who are to go down on
the calendar In the Court of Oyer and
Terminer to have a time set
for trials.

The order not to Include Thorne with
the others was Issued by Assistant District-

-Attorney Lindsay this morning.

"The action of the Police Board might
have been proper and commendable un-
der other :ircumstances," continued Mr,
Lexow, "but I may say here that all tes-
timony taken by this Commltteels privi-
leged. Although boning to public de-
sire we have been holding public ses-
sions. It should bo remembered that
we have tho right to hold private ses-
sions, and thus It would be In Capt.
Creeden's case, as If no confession had
been made1 or testimony of any kind
given.

"It Is my judgment that any unau-
thorized use ot testimony before this
Committee for the prposa of embarrass-
ing the Committee ot Jeopardizing the
witness Is a breach of privilege and
contempt of the Senate of the State."
Witnesses Hast Not lie Prosecuted,

Mr. Ooff attded that prosecution of
any witness who had testified before
the. Committee should be regarded not
only as contempt of the Committee, but
an Indictable offense.

Senator O'Connor expressed the same
view, and declared that the statement of
every witness who appeared before the
Committee was to be regarded aa abso-
lutely privileged, and that the Police
Board had no right whit ever to takeany action against Capt. Creeden on ac-
count of his testimony before the Com-
mittee.

Mr, doff said the case was similar to
that of a witness summoned before the
Grand Jury, who was compelled to
testify against himself.

"If he answers he cannot be prose-
cuted for what he says," said Mr. Qoff
In conclusion, and It waa declUed that,
so far as Capt. Creeden was concerned,
he was absolutely free from prosecution
criminal or civil.
