PHIUDELPHIA GAS WORKS.

Jttrr York Syndicate Said to lie
After the Plant.

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 20.- -It Is stated
upon excellent authority that a number
of New York capitalists are attempting
to get possession of the Philadelphia gas-
works. They have formed a syndicate
and have a capital of several million
dollars. Their agent has met members
of Council and others, and the matter
has gone so far that an ordinance has
been prepared authorizing the Mayor to
sell the plant and the franchise to the
New York company for 120,000,000.

The ordlnanco provides that the com-
pany shall pay fc.000,OHI cash, and that
the city shall accept $15,000 000 In 3 per
cent, bonds. The agent of the syndicate
Is quoted as having sold that his com-- Ipany would not only get the ordinance
authorizing the sale of the gas works
through both branches of Councils, but
that they would pass the ordinance over
the Mayor's veto. Major Stuart Is op-
posed to the sale.
