DUXKIKK. N. Y., Dec 22.-- ThU city
Is greatly excited over the deed of a
mob of masked men, who perpetrated
what Is termed by some citizens as one
of the greatest outrages ever committed
In Western New York.

George Hamlin Is a night watchman
employed by some of the merchants
who have stores on Central avenue. He
Is about fuily viars old. Is stocktly
built, and Is said to drink to excess.
His wife Is considerably younger und
fairly good looking. Two years ago the
family took as a boarder Henry Stair.
a mechanic employed In the Brooke
Locomotive Works here.

hhortlv after the advent of the boarder
trouble began between the husband and
wife. Hamlin uccused her of being Im-
properly intimate with Stair. Since the
Ural fracas family rows have been fre-
quent occurrences, with an even di-
vision of such honors as blackened eves
and uroken noses. Hamlin resides on
'pper Central avenue, near the Fredonla
village lne, opposite a road house known
as the Half-wa- y House.

The neighbors sided with the husband,
but it seemed Impossible for the latter
to get rid of his obnoxious boarder.
At about 2 o'clock this morning a mob
of about forty men gathered in the
vicinity of the Half Way House and
quietly counseled together. Their faces
were covered with cloth. In which holes
for the eves were cut. After a brief
consultation they proceeded to Hamlin's
house. Hamlin was away on duty The
leader knocked and after a brief parley
the door was cautiously opened a few
Inches by Hamlin's seven-year-o- son.
The mob made a rush and flung It wide
open.

The Btartled lnmatea found themselves
faco to face wltn a score of revolt cis
and guns. The White Caps said noth-
ing, but pulled Stair, who begged plteous-l- y,

out of bed, ord curried him to an
grove. Three of the leaders then

stripped him, and he was tied to a tree.
Whips were then mvsterlously produced,
and he waa lashed until his back was
a mass of raw trd ragged fle'h.

Stair had long since become uncon-
scious, but the work went on Finally
after several whips had been used up
the mob left, leaving their victim still
tied to tho tree, but tirst they placed
this card on the tree above Stair's head

"Take warning, Henry Stair. You
must leave this part of the country at
once or lose your nfn.

"THI3 WHITECAP8."
Stair was cut down by Innocent on-

lookers and carried to the Hamlin
House. It Is exnected h will die Al-
though none of the White Caps li
known, It Is supposed t.iey ure tanners
living In the vicinity.

Tho Son of Bradley Martin Dies

Very Suddonlyi

He Will Be Buried from Grace

Church Monday.

Stricken Down ut tho Morton Ifoso
Late Lust Night.

Sherman Martin, the eldest son of
Mr and Mrs Brudley Martin, died sud-
denly this morning, after a very brief
Illness, at the family residence. 23 West
Twentieth street

The funeral will be held Monday morn-
ing at 11 o'clock at Grace Church.

Ho returned with his parents from
Europe on Friday of last week and since
that time had not appeared to bo In his
usual health.

IFHMAN UAUTIK.

He was around town last evening, and
shortly after 8 o'clock entered the Mor-
ton House. He spoke to several persons
whom he knew, and wns apparently In
the best of spirits. An hour later, how-
ever, he became suddenly 111, and the
hotel physician was hastily summoned.
. Young Martin's condition looked so
serious that Dr. Wllhelm Lush, of 41

family physician, was sent for and ho
arrived about K.20 o'clock.

The young man then 'appeared to bo
unconscious, and Dr. Lush at once or-
dered his removal to his father's homo.
Ho was taken them In a cab at 9 45

o'clock, and Drs. Studlford and Weiss
wero called In.

Tho three physicians worked vigorous-
ly to save the life of their pa'lent, but
without success. He died within a few
minutes, without, It Is eald, having re-

gained consciousness.
Tho vour.g mans father and mother

'were both present when death came.
At Mr. Bradley Martin's residence to-

day little Information could be obtained,
and at the Murton House everybody was
reticent Dr. Lush, when seen "by nn
"Evening World" reporter, said he would
not talk about the case.

"I have not given a certificate of
death vet," ho said, "but of tourso, I
shall do so. He died. In my opinion, of

Sherman Martin was only twenty-tlv- e

years old, vet Into this short life he had
crowded u vast amount of worldly pleas-
ure. The climax was reached Aug. 15,
lb89, when. In SL Luke's Church, Lon-
don, he married Ada Annie Nunn. who
was reputed to be a former ballet-danc- er

and was two years his senior.
The mesalliance was unknown to his

family for several weeks, und upon Its
discovery his paronts were overwhelmed
with mortification Divorce proceedings
were contemplated but abandoned The
enchanting Ada Is said to have consent-
ed to a divorce for Iio.ooo, which offer,
however, was not accepted

After a practical estrangement of a
year or two. young Martin was received
back Into the affections of his family.
Meanwhile h had put In a globe-trottin- g

tour, and his sister had married the
Earl of Craven. Society ecelved him
with open arms again, and for a time his
new life augured well.
