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A BANK’S CLOSE CALL

The $300,000 Surplus of the
Mount Morris Wiped Out.

But Supt. Preston Allowed a Fermer
Statement to Be Used.

And Meanwhile the Bhortage Was
Made Up.

The exclusive information was printed
in this morning's “World" that the
Mount Morris Hank, 8 East One Hun-
dred and Twently-fifth street, had only
recently recovered from what sesmed
positive destruction, owing to poor spec-
ulations by the former president and
rashier.

Up to Dec. 10, it was generally be-
Heved that the bank had a surplus of
P00, but In the quarterly report made
on that date, and sworn to Dec, 22, the
surplus fund was put at §100,000,

The bank's surplus of 500,000 and
several thousands of Its $260,000 capital
atock, It was learned as long ago as
last July, had been sunk Irrevocably by
Presldent Jopeph M. Deveau and Cashler
Thomas W. Rohinson, In poor specula-
tions without adequate collateral, not-
ably In the securities of the Evansville
and Terre Haute Rallroad Company.
Meanwhile Robinson died, and the
directors promptly compelled President
Deveau to resign. He was succeeded
by Willlam H. Payne, the millionaire
grain merchant, whe demanded that all
the bank's securities be rated at their
lowest value and that an assesament
of 0 per cent. be levied on the caplial
stock.

This was done, and the impalrment
of the caplial stock was wiped out and
A surplus of something over $100,000
was created, President Dumont Clarke,
the American Exchange National
Bank, which acted as clearing-house
agent for the Mount Morris Ban ‘
agreed to back the latter for $500,000

cAse of & run, and 500,00 more nhould
it become necessary. Meanwhile the
stockholders id In their assessments
to Morton, Bliss & Co,, who gave their
check for $125.000 to the bank.
Disaster was largely averted by the
somewhat remarkable metion of Btate
Poank Buperintendent Churles M, Pres-
ton. He knew of the bank's peril at the
time the shortage was discover but
allowed the bank to use ita old atn e-
ment showing $300,000 surplus and an un-
Impalired capital until the assessment
had all been pald in in Baptember.

Only when the quarterly statement of
A few days awo showed the blf falllng
off In lhn surplus did the true facts be-
come known.

Chief Examiner Judson, of the Btate
Banking Department, sald this morning
that his Department could in no wise
be censured for permitting the publica-
tion of the report of the bank's con-
ﬂmuﬂ
“1 personally made an examination of
the bank's condition ln July," sald he,
“and discovered a deficlency—it was not
100,000, 1 the securities,
which had deprecmted In value since
loans were made u‘pnn them, and notl-
fied the Btate Hanking Iltpartmem that
the capltal of the hank was T(. Ired.

““The Btate called upon the blm gﬂ[‘ln
to make good the deficiency, which was
not only done, but enough money In
addluon ut up to glve the bunk a sur-
plul of A3, ()

- o unuther examination about a
monlh ago, aAnd discoversd that 1the
bank's affailrs were In satlefactory con-
ditlon, That's all there Is to the mat-
ter. It was not published until ‘The
World' printed 1t f'm. morning.”
Preaident Payne this morning made the

curred heavy losses under the previous
management. chisfly owing to the uni-

This
was made in September, und showed the
" lus to be $100.000, or very near W,
and almost identical with that in our
last quarterly statement of De¢, 18, Mr.
Preston  committed no wrong of any
kind. He Is u man who is above the
slightest suaplcion.””

Mr. Payne declined to discusa the acts
of the bank's former administration.

It wae simply bad judgment, The bank
Is perfectly sound now, and 1 wouldn't
take §I00X for the JIER00 In pecounts
which wa consldered practically worth-
leds u few months ag).
