COLDEST ON RECORD.

No 29th of Dcoembcr Was Ever
So Chilly as To-Da- y.

Florida Suffering Also, and the
Orange Crop Injured.

Skaters at Van Cortlondt I'lnd the
Ice Very Rough.

i

According to Weather Forecaster Dunn,
y l the coldest Dec. 29 on tecord,

nnd It Is only 6 degrees removed from
the coldeHl day witnessed during the en-

tire of last Winter. Not only Is It n
record-breake- r so far as the vicinity Is
concerned, but for the whole country.

The wnve has spread In every direc-
tion, and In Florida It Is expected the
fruit crop wljl be ruined. California is
the only State In the Union whero the
mercury Is above the freezing point.

At 6 o'clock this morning the thermom-
eter registered only 7 degrees above sero,
which Mr. Dunn figures out as being
wprso than 25 degrees below In the
West. At 8 o'clock It had ndvanccd to
9 degrees here, and at 1010 o'clock had
only gone up 1 point.

The coldest day last Winter was - de-

gree above zero, on Feb. 25. The mer-
cury has only fallen nine times below
zero In this city In the last twenty-fou- r
vears.

At Jacksonville, Fla It was only 14
above zero at 8 o'clock this morning,
which, Mr. Dunn says, was never known
to hnppen before.

"The zero line." he added, "extends ns
far south as Cincinnati It Is IS below
at Ilorkvllle, Canada; 14 below In Mon-
tana, 1U below nt Northfleld, Vt.i 4

at Albany, N. Y.; 2 below at Pitts-
burg, and zero at Cincinnati. The
highest point recorded y Is at Key
West, where It Is 44 above, the only
place where It Is above the freezing
point outside of California,

"I have been making maps for twenty-tw- o

vears," Mr. Dunn raid, "and I never
recollect nnything like this before. The
coldest weather we ever had In this cltv
was 6 below zero, on Dec. 31, 1RS0, and
Jan 10, 1875, when like figures were re-
corded It Is generally fair ami clear all
over the counlr, save a few flurries of
snow In Maine and In sections of the
lake regions "

Van Cortlandt Lake was thrown open
to skaters yesterday afternoon, but the
Ice was so rough that It afforded but
little Hpor. During the entire day, how-
ever, lovers of sleighing thronged the
various drives and boulevards.

PUGILISTS MIXED UP.

"Glasses" Created to Suit tho
Champions' Claimr,

No Regard for the Limits Estab-

lished by Custom.

llcmarbnble Scarcity of Middle-Weigh- ts

In the Front Honk.

Pugilists? There arc probably more
pugilists to the square foot In this coun-
try than eer there were that Is, If all
who claim to know the science may be
include 1 In the term. Boxers and fight-

ers of eery size and rank, some very
rank and some of hardly any c'rt to
speak of. An! these gentry hie divided
themseles up Into classes ranging from
"bantams" to "heavy-weights- ," with bo
many Intermediate degrees as to hope-

lessly confuse him who attempts to grade
them.

In fact it is not uncommon in these
days to receive challenges for publication
In which "Kid This" or "Sparrow That,"
the "seenty-poun- d champion of Hoho-kus,- "

offers to meet any "man" of his
weight for (always) "the largest purse
offered by any club." From this It runs
upward, until we have "champions" In
classes only one or two pounds above or
below each other. That this sort of thing
will ultimately develop Into subdUls-lon- s

of ounces or pennyweights in arl-an-

seems almost assured.
Even those In tho front rank of the

regularly acknowledged classes are much
to blame for thla mischief. When a man
becomes a bantam premier, he finds it
hard to get on a match with those In
his class. Hut his best weight Is hardly
up to the lowest feather-weig- ht limit.
What does he do sit down and deplore
the fact? Not a bit of It. He chal-
lenges a feather-weig- and Irslsts that
the latter train the marrow out of his
bones, If necessary, and reduce him-
self to a clas relow that In which he
really belongs. Should the "feather" re-
fuse, abuse and such contumely as the
bantam may be able to cast upon him
Id his portion. Then he calls himself
tho "lH's-poun- d champion."

It never seems to strike the bantam
that he Is going out of his class when
he challenges tre heavier fighter, and
that he must not, under the rules of
fairness. Impose Impossible terms. If he
thinks himself equal to tho man who
ranks higher In and on the scale, he
must stand ready to grant him the han-
dicap. This erratic action Is not con-
fined to th. lower classes by any means,
but la a sort of elastic ardstlck by
which may be sized up the methods in
all the grades.

For Instance, here Is Pllmmer, un-
doubtedly a clever lad, and deservedly
the leader among bantams. George
Dixon, a feather-weigh- t, must fight htm,
If at all, at a weight of the English-
man's choslng 116 pounds. Under pre-
cedents of the prize ring, either man
could avail himself cf the limit In the
class and weigh Jn Just under the top
weight. If the battle were for class
honors

About the most unequal proposition
that has et been made Is that which
GrlfTo has hurled at George Dixon. The
Australian calms to be a feather-weigh- t,

but even the man who would hae a
cinch cm the booby prize at a

bee, with one eje shut and
both hands tied behind his back, could
tell without looking, that the bones of
his carcass, stripped of their covering,
would outweigh the limit. On his claim
of being a feather-weigh- t, this Albert
Grllllths ("Young Grlffo") assumes that
Dixon must meet him hut at catch-weight- s.

This means a handicap of ut
least ten pounds In favor of the Anti-
podean. However, the dusky lad has
consented to the unequal match for a
twenty.tle-roun- d go.

GrifTo's first proposition was to meet
Joe Walcott, a light-weigh- t, but this was
with the prolso that Walcott peel off
flesh until he had reduced himself to 126
pounds arlffo's weight In best condition.
Still more unique was the proposal thatlu the event of Walcott's disinclinationto undertake this Herculean task, he
(Walcott) ohould be.pltted against Mick
Dunn, who would be In best condition at
the lower mid Jle-- n eight limit. This was
the naive suggestion of Hehan, manager
of Urlffo and Dunn. As well might themerry Grlffo and his crafty backer ask
that Walcott concede the privilege of
wearing steel armor to his antagonist.

Then wo have "light - weights" who
carefully avoid making matches any-
where within the confines of that class
A light-weig- battle at less than HO
pounds actual weight In the ring would
indeed be a rarity. Everybody who has
witnessed "light-weigh- t" battles of re-
cent date must have seen the force of
this At "amateur" tournaments a
"llght-- eight" Is not a surprising ex-
hibit If he weighs In the neighborhood
of 14j pounds In the ring.

With all these "shifters," whose classes
eem to ary with the opportunity for

making or for withdrawing from a match,
there Is Indeed, a distinct lack of legiti-
mate mHJIc-- eights.
