port, During the year there were 98,4W
arrests, of which 20,950 were females.
Of the total number of prisoners, there
were A3,m natives of the United States,
:,4i6 Kngllih, 10,401 Germans nnd 3,50;
natives of Ireland.

Four hundred and seventy Chinamen
were arrested. There were 262 attempts
at suicide, 771 felonious assaults, 767

burglaries, 130 homicides and 19.538 ar-
rests for Intoxication, of which 6,172 were
females. There were ulso 8.623 arrests
for being drunk and disorderly. 2,188 be-
ing females. The number of arrests
made In disorderly housed was 54",, of
which 402 were females. For gambling,
131 arrests weie made, one being a wo-
man. For grand larceny, 1,87 arrests
were made, of which 237 were females.
For petty larcenv, 3.0O1 males and 439
females were arrested.

There were 2,895 males and 74i females
urrested an vagrants. For violation of
the F.xclae law, 8.2G4 mules nnd l."0 fe-
males were arrested, nnd for violation
of the Lottery laws, 407 mules and 6 fe-
males) were arrested.
