Rev,
Father Denny, deacon, and Rev. FatherSingleton,

The line of march was:
From the church In Sixteenth street

to Broadway, to Thirteenth street, to
Third avenue, to Fourteenth street, to
First avenue, to Twenty-thir-d street,
thence by ferry to Brooklyn, where the
march was resumed to Calvary Ceme-
tery, where the Interment took place.

During the mass Rev. Father Van
Rensselaer delivered a short address.
In which he eulogized Bresnan as a
hero. Ho also told of his past life and
held him up as a model to others.

At the same time the services were
being held In St. Francis Xavler's
Church, a solemn mass of requiem for
the repose of the souls of both Bresnan
and Rooney was being celebrated at the
Church of St. Vincent de Paul, next
door to the place where the two men
met their death.

Rooney's funeral will take place Wed-
nesday.

SAID HIS SAY.

He Declines to Talk Farther

Until Certain Matters

Develop.

GEN. KERWIN ATTACKS HIM.

So Does Park-hurst- , Who Says He

Should Have Been Treated
Like tke Best.

HE WILL MAKE A STATEMENT.

Byrne's Testimony Was a "Cut and

Drls." Affair, the Reformer

Beolares.

Superintendent of Police, Thomas
Byrnes's letter to Mayor-ele- Strong,
offering to relinquish his position as
executive head of the force so as not to
embarrass the new official In his work
of reform In the municipal government
truck the rank and file of the Depart-

ment with the effect of a bomb.
All Saturday night and Bunday every

bluecoat, as well as every politician, waa
discussing It and his testimony before
the Lexow Committee, and, Indeed, It
was the general theme of conversation
everywhere.

This morning the excitement had died
out, however, and the big white build-
ing at Headquarters was as quiet as a
graveyard. People who have long

the Superintendent's confidence
recollected that of late he had fre-
quently expressed his dissatisfaction
with the way the department waa being
run by the Commissioners over his
head and against his orders, as he
boldly told the Lexow Committee Satur-
day, and after the first shock at his
action had departed many confessed
that after all they were not so greatly
surprised.

Said an Intimate friend of Mr. Byrnes
this morning:

"I knew that he had this action in
mind three months ago. He told me
.thenin'a private conversation, that If
this Lexow Investigation waa completed
by Jan. 1 that, he would then get out.

" 'Perhaps they won't let you,' I Jok-
ingly suggested.

" 'They'll have to," he replied. 'I defy
any man to come to the front and say
that I ever took one dishonest dollar
from any one, und If It didn't sound so
much like braggadocio, I'd give that
statement out for publication now." "

It will be remembered that ityrnes
uttered nlmost Identically this t.u -

to the Lexow Commlttet-jatur-da- y.

"I believe that Byrnes Is thoroughly
In earnest about this Indication of his
desire to get out," continued " Thelivening World" reporter's informant." For years Byrnes haa been the busi-
est man In New York. Why I question
If he has ever been away as far as
Philadelphia, and I know that since his
first child was born she Is now an adultyoung woman his family has not had
his company to a theatre or other place
of amusement.

"Mrs. Byrnes Is a refined woman, and
wants her husband to share more In her
domestic pleasures. She urged him to
get out five years ago, so that he could
Indulge in recreation and travel, some-
thing he has long wanted to do.

"tie nas plenty or money to live on
comfortably, and now that he has told
everybody "where he got It," honestly,
and come out of all this hullabaloo with
such flying colors, he thinks It Is theproper time for him to make his exit.

"There Is only one thing, In my opin-
ion, that would cause Byrnes to con-
tinue at the head of the Department,
and that Is to witness the outgoing of
Commissioners Jlmmle Martin and
Johnnie Sheehan.

For over two years Martin In partic-
ular has been his bitter enemy, over-
ruling his orders wherever possible, no-
tably In his Instructions to the captains
.before the Federal election of '92 when
Hyrnes came out and declared
he would cut the buttons oft from any
captain who dlshobeyed his instructions.

"Since then the strife has been more
bitterly continued than ever, Byrnes all
along endeavoring to preserve the Po-
lite Department as a police department,
Instead of turning It Into a political ma-
chine.

"When Sheehan came Into the Board,
he took sides with Martin against the
Superintendent, and I think he'll find
out that It was a big mistake.

Over the head of Inspector Billy Mc-
Laughlin as "the Incompetent head of
the Incompetent DetectUe Bureau," as
Sheehan has termed him, the Junior
Tammany Commissioner persistently
pounded Byrnes, through whose Instru-
mentality, largely, McLaughlin was made
chief of detectives.

"Once Martin and Sheehan are out of
the Police Board, and the force Is thor-
oughly reorganized, I don't believe
Byrnea coulu be persuaded to remain
on the force, although If Mayor Strong
wants him to continue and assist In
the work or reorganization, he will do
so, as he Indicated in his letter"

Supt. Byrnes's reported "house-cleanin-

at Headquarters esterday was not
preparatory to his moving day. It was
said this morning, but was considered
merely a preparation for the work of re.organization In nutting his papers In
order and an Indication that he would
remain at Headquarters until Mayor
Strong signified his pleasure. Major
Strong told a "World" reporter yester-
day that he would not send Byrnes's
letter to the Police Board,

Supt. Byrnes arrived at Headquar-
ters at 8 o'clock this morning. Among
his callers was

Nlcoll, his counsel, with whom he
had a long private conference.

The Superintendent was In an unusual-
ly happy mood. After disposing of his
correspondence and attending to other
routine matters, he sent for all the In-
spectors at D o'clock. He was In consul-
tation with them for fully an hour,
after which be received the delegation
of reporters who had been In waiting for
two hours.

Anticipating the question most likely
to-b- asked, the Superintendent said:

"Gentlemen, I have nothing to add to
what I have already said concerning my
own position or intentions, or anything
pertalnlnaT to the Department or any
member thereof.

Mrs. Fookes Was Fatally In-

jured at the Burning

of tbe Hotel.

ARE BODIES IN THE RUINS?

Terror'-Striok- en Guests Jumped
from the Windows to Es-

cape the Flames.

POLITICIANS AS RESCUERS.

Publio Men of New Yerk and
Brooklyn Did Noble Work in

Saving Women.

(Special to The Kvenlns. World )

ALBANY, N. Y., Dec. ll.-O- nly a shell
of the famous old Delavan House re-
mains standing this morning, and even
that Is In a momentary state of collapse.
Albany's make-belie- fire department
was still pouring feeble streams of water
upon the ruins, trying to cool It suffi-
ciently for a search to be made for
bodies, although as far as the proprie-
tors of the hotel are Informed, all of the
guests escaped from the building before
the fire department arrived.

The police are unable to account for
eight persons, two wards and six guests,
who were In the Delavan before the fire
started.

They say that while It Is Impossible
that these persons may now be In some
hotel, It Is quite probable that their
bodies are hidden In the ruins.

Death of Mm, Fookes.
Nine persons were Injured In escaping

by the windows and In Jumping from
them. One of these. Mrs. H. F. Fookes,
who had lived at the hotel for a year,
died at 3 o'clock this morning, and Ben-
jamin Heilman, of Brooklyn, Is not ex-

pected to recoer.
Mr. Hellman's bride they were mar-

ried only on Thursday Is alspln the
hospital seriously Injured.
