Appeal for a Pardon.

On Her Evidence Her Father Wat
Cenvicted of Wife Murder.

Joseph Solomen Want to Be Made
a Lieutenant.

ALBANY, N. Y Dec.

New Yorkera contributed towards mak
lng the last day of ltoswell I. Klower's
reign as Governor or the Umpire Htate
about the liveliest In all his term.
Lleut.-Oo- llllly Sheehan headed one
crowd ot politicking, In which Judge
Brown, Police Commissioner Sheehan's
law partner, was conspicuous.

The Governor's room was thronged
all day by politicians taking leave of the
Oovernor. Ills Kxcellency naa In a
most cordial mood, and although he de-

cided on Saturday that he noulj not
grant anv pi
vailed upon to let the quality of mercy
exercise a benign Influence upon his
last day of ofllclal life.

Lawyer David Welch, of New York,
aroused the Uovernor'n sympathy In the
case of Philip Derringer, a mechanic
who Is serving a twelve years and Mx
months' sentence In Sing Sing for murder
of his wife. Ills plea was attended by
one of the most dramatic Incidents that
ever chaiacterlzed a similar event.

Lena, the daughter ot
Derringer, who was the only witness to
the killing of her mother, described with
thrilling simplicity the murder In the
fist occupied by the Derringers In West
Thirty-sevent- h street one night In April,
1891.

it was mainly upon tne evidence or
the little girl, then scarcely five years
old, that Derringer was convicted. Hlie
was not allowed to testify, but other
witnesses presented her version as given
in the presence ot her father after the
death of her mother.

Derringer claimed that his child did not
say at any time that she saw htm beat
her mother, knocking her down and kick-
ing her. as alleged, and she herself told
the Oovernor y that she had never
made any such statements.

Derringer and his friends alleged that
his wife, Catharine, waa dissipated and
neglected her house and child. She was
drunk on the night of her death, and he
slapped her. She fell to the floor, her
head striking a chair, causing a fracture
of her skull, from which she died.

Derringer was acquitted by the Coro-
ner's Jury, but was convicted upon the
representations of witnesses who al-
leged that little Lena had confirmed
their charge of murder.

Utile Lena described with circum-
stantial detail y the incidents of
the killing, and Lawyer Welch presented
atndavltH from Coroner Levy, Police
Capt. Crosi members of the Jury that
convicted Derringer and the District-Attorne- y,

all favorable to Derringer.

James Oan-ey- , tho Astor tramp, ap-

"We wilt concede thnt the verdict was
amended as stated by Judge Curtis,"
said Mr. Lindsay, "and that the verdict
was Irregular."

"Then you concede Oarvey Is guilty
only of entering the building unlaw-
fully?" asked Judge Curtis.

"Certainly, that Is all It can stand
for," said Justice Patterson.

Mr. Lindsay attempted to explain,
when Judge Patterson said:

"It Is your contention, Mr. Lindsay,
that the verdict of the Jury follows the
Indictment, and this If Oarvey was
guilty of entering the building, he waa
also guilty of th" Intention to commit a
crime as charged?"

POOR SICK FREEZE,

Deplorable Condition of Affairs in
Kitg. O:nty Hospital,

Patients Packed Like Cattle and

Sleeping on the Floors.

A Problem for tho City Authorities
to Holve,

Dr. John A. Arnold, Medical Super-
intendent of the Kings County Hospi-
tal, made a report to the Brooklyn
Charities Commissioners this morning
of the overcrowded condition of the In-

stitution, and urged that something be
done at once. Patients are compelled
to sleep on floors and mattresses laid
In the aisles.

Theie are thirty-on- e wards In the
hospital, which accomodate comfort-
ably only 400 patients. The register
this morning showed 25 patients in the
Institution, or 225 more than could be
accomodated.

During last night on the male side of
the hospital beds were thrown upon the
floors in the aisles of all the wards, andso tlosoly together were they that thedoctors were forced to step over the pros-
trate patients.

On the female side, however, the con-
dition ls better.

In one wrd which Is supposed to ac-
commodate twelve there are thirty-fiv- e
patients.

During the extreme cold weather tho
doctors had to work hard to keep somp
patients alive. AH suffered from thecold, and many could not have lived hadnot tho doctors worked over them sofaithfully.

The building Is heated by steam, butthere arc so many windows, the doctorssay. It Is Impossible to keep the mercury
up to the temperature required In a sickroom. During la't week the thermome-
ter registered only 48 degrees, when It
should have been S7.

Many of the patients who are conva-
lescent retired to bed rather than suffer
with the cold.

Bernard Lamb, secretary of the Chari-
ties Commissioner?, said this morning
that the Commissioners each year were
unable to solve the problem of how to
relieve the overcrowded condition of thehospital.

The hard limes, Mr. Lamb thought,
were responsible for the number ot pa-
tients In the institution. All the build-lng- s

It was said this morning that unless

the rapid Increase In the number ofpatients was checked at once, no more
would be admitted, and those who are
known as "regulars" will be sent to
the workhouse.
