Thin-Skinne- d, After All.

Anil Ha Pays at Tribute to Their

John Hums, the British labor leader
and member of Parliament, sailed for

'

to-d- at noon. He was accompanied

STABBED FOURTEEN TIMES.

Desperates Flirnt on a Vessel Just In
from Yokobomn.

On the merchant ship Kambara, at the
foot of Market street. East River, early
this morning, William Hurke. nn Irish
sailor, was stabbed fourtcon times with
a dirk knife by Olaf Larsen, a sailor on
the same vessel.

The Kambara arrived from Yokahama,
Japan, yesterday afternoon. One of the
tlrst ashore was Burke. At 1 o'clock this
morning he returned, after paving visits
to Bouth street saloons. He was Intox-
icated and In a fighting mood. Most of
the sailors were e sleep In the forecastle
when Burke appeared on deck.

"I've been to Japan," ho yelled,
"where they're killing peoplo right nnd
left: and I'm going to continue tho war
on board Oils ship."

He went to tho forecastle, where the
men were In their bunks. Among the
sleeners were six men with v. horn
Hurke had had troublo on the passage.
Olaf Larsen, especially, was obnoxious
to him. Hurke seized Larson by the
hair and drugged him out upon deck.

"I'm going to beat the life out of you."
yelled litirke. He Is fully six feet tall,
while Larsen Is not over live feet.

"What huve I done?" Lnrsen asked.
"You're a Uutohinari; thut's enough,"

was the only answer.

Larsen could no longei bear the tei-rlt-
