Information In the possession of the
Chinese, Japanese o' Corean Legation
here respecting either the reported sick-
ness or assassination of tho King of
Corea. The Corean Legation office has
been without any telegraphic communi-
cation with its iiiuntry for almost six
months, and receives only occasional
mall advices. Attempts to communicate
with the home (lovernment have elicited
no reply. All the telegrams, for Coren
are obliged to be sent through Japanese
channels, nnd nte probably subjected to
scrutiny,

Beteral months ngo there was some
friction In omclal circles In Corea aris-
ing out of the reported machinations
of then nctlng In an Im-

portant capacity, and whose actions
wero unsatisfactory to the Japanese
(lovernment. He wns deposed from his
position. Whether further trouble has
grown out of this Is not known. The
King of Corea Is nbout forty-thre- e

years of age, has reigned for thirty-oti- c

years, and Is of the Ye dynasty, which
has been the ruling power for 004 years.
