The fact that the death-rate of New
1| York can be lowered by making an
honest and Intelligent attempt to do
it has already peen demonstrated in
nctual practies, but it still remains
to be shown—ns it can be—that hon-
eat, Intelligent and effective govern-
ment will make New York City ns
hewlthy & plice as there I In the
waorld,

It hus been sald that the New York
denth-rate §8 high because of the ell-
mitte— that  the largs number  of
denthe from  pnenmonia, grip and
other lung diseases ara due to “the
bumidity.” Dot that in only a half
truth.  The humidity |8 the same for
every section of the city and for the
suburbs, yet the death-rate varles
wecording to sanitary conditions and
almost wholly In disregard of atmos-
pherle conditions. Thus in the sub-
urbs of New York we have an aver-
age death-rate of only 18.12 a thou-
aand, whila the average for the city
iteelf was 28.50 (census year), as
against an wverage rate for the entire
country of 18 per thousand.

In New York City itself the death-
rute for whites 1a 2247 and for
negroes 37.44. In 8t. Louis the white
death-rate {8 only 1816, whils the
colored Is 3465, In Nashville, Tenn,,
the white rate is 1439, the colored
2,92, In Boston the white death-
rate 18 24,62, the colored 33,29,

These figures from cities of such
widely differing climatie conditions
ghow how little climate has to do
with the death-rate. High as Is the
death-rate of New Orleans, the mor-
tality among the whites there Is
lower than among the whites of New
York. And that the high death-rate
fa not due to any natural unhealthl-
ness among the negroes i{s shown by
the fact that in the average eountry
digtrict the death-rate among the
negroes {8 about the same a8 &AmMong
the whites,

THE LONDON POLIOE.

It does not speak well for the in-
telligence of our Iawmakers at Albany
that they should be debating the gues-
tion whether four heads are better
than onea for & metropolitan police
force. This question seems to have
been settled as long ago as 1829 in
England by one Bir Robert Peel, in
memory of whom the policemen of
the Metropolitan District of London
are still popularly known as "Hob-
bies" and as "Peelers.”

The London Metropolitan District
covers an area of nearly seven hun-
dred square miles, with a population
of five and a half millions. The length
of beuts covered 18 now between elght
and nine thousand miles, and is rap-
idly Increasing, The force conslsted
on Nov. 4, 1894, of 31 superintendents
of divisions, 598 Inspectors, 1,881 ser-
geanta and 12,738 constables, a total
of 15,198, with one Commissloner at
the hend. The duties which are or
should be performed by our four Com-
missloners, which are those relating
to the finances, accounts, property and
other clerical headquarters work, are
in charge of A Recelver, with a staff
of subordinates,

There nare Independent govern-
ments in Europe whose armlea are
numerically inferlor to this London
Metropolitan pollee force, but It Is
essentinlly a civil and not a military
organization. It {8 under the control
of the Home Department, which is
one of the civil departments of the
Government, and it is completely non-
political as well as non-military,

Of couree we do not expect our
statesmen at Albany to give to Greater
New York In 1805 a system of police
organizntion as satisfactory as that
which Peel gave to London sixty-six
vears ago. But the London example
is one worth bearing in mind. It
should at least suggest to the Legisla-
ture the advantages of making use of
the experience of others in dealing
with an eminently practical question.
