WASHINGTON, Feb 1. Aailetant Sec-

retary Curtls's visit to New York ns
attended by thoroughly satisfactory re-

sults. Tlie,new Government loan, the
ca'.l for which will be determined at 's

Cabinet meeting, wl.l be taken
without dlfTlcu'ty.

The cancelling of orders for gold for
shipment b the representatives of for-
eign bnnkers In New York to-d- Is
thought to show that thf foreign hank-
ers are pisltlvc that the bonds will be
Issued nt once.

Practically the whole amount will go
abror.d for gold and sterling exchange
sufficient to not only check gold ship-

ments but to turn the tide. The price,
it Is stated here, will be better than on
a 3 per cent, basis.

The Administration prefers that the
loan Bhould go abroad, for that Is the
only wav to Insure a supp'y of gold
which will stay in the Treasury. The
lowering of the rate of exchange and the
sudden hardening of iall loans In Lon-
don clearly forecast the location of thi
bonds

The preliminaries were arranged when
August Uilmont was In Washington
last week. The reason why Assistant
Secretary Curtis Instead of Secretary
Carlisle went to New York to conclude
negotiation, will be of Interest. There
are certain little asperities between Sec-

retary Carlisle and the bankers who
handled the last loan, and It was thought
that these would not be ameliorated If
he came Into personal contact with the
bankers In question. So Mr. Curllt
went Instead.

In order tc guerd against any emer-

gency, how over. In the way of a sudden
or unexpected outbreak, a small detach-

ment of each regiment Is ordered to re-

main on duty In Its armory.
Mayor Schleren, who was seen at his

office after the conference at Gen. Me

Leer's headquarters, admitted that tht
order relieving the troops of the Sec-

ond Rrlrade from further sen Ice bad
been Issued at his request.

"I think that the situation at the
present time," he sa)s, "warrants the
entire withdrawal of the troops. If any
further trouble occurs the police force,

I am confident, will be nble to handle
the matter.

Mcl.eer and they are of the opinion that
there is now r.n longer an) neel of armed
troops to preser.e the peace of the city
ami project ths railroad companies prop-- '
erty."

The amendment transferring the power
to appoint the Commission from the
Governor to the Ma) or Is made as a
concession to the lutter.

Senator Lexow held a long telephonic! i

conversation with Mr. Piatt andMa)or
Strong this morning, and the Senator
af'erwards told one of his colleagues
that It had been decided to give the
Mayor the power to appoint the com-
mission. Instead of the Governor.

Later Se- - ator l.exow confirmed the re-

port In an Interview with "The Evening
World" reporter that he would amend
his bill giving the Mayor the power to
appoint the reorganization commission
instead of the Governor.

I.esotT tliakea n Statement.
He said that would be the only change

made In the three hills, that the r-

tean Hoard of Commlsloners would bt
provided fot.

After a long Interview with t
this afternoon. Senator Lexow

said that the majority members of the
