S100.000 OF DEPOSITS GONE.

The East Side Bank, 135 Grand street,
clomsed Ita doors at 9.30 this morning, and
i notice pasted on the window Informed
all comers that the Institution had been
closed by Bank Examiner Preston pend-
ing an investigation of its affalrs,

Mr, Judson, ot the Banking Depart-
ment, recelved an “Evening World" re-
porter In the bank. He gave out this
statement, to which nelther President
| Manners nor anv other official of the
bank wuuld ndd a sylinble: y

““The Banking Department commenced
an examinauon of the uffairs of thia
bank two days ago, and has not yel
reached a conclusion. But after a con-
sultation with President Manners and
with President Crane, of the Bhoes and
Leather Bank, Clearing;House agents
for this hank, It wan deemed advisable
for the Banking Department to take pos-
resslon pending the result of the exami-
nation now being made. The rules of
the Clearing-Houses make It obligatory
upon the Bhoe and Leather Bank to clear
for this bafik next Monday. That's all
there ia to may at present.”

The Natlonal Bhoe and Leather Bank
semt out a notice this morning that after
to~day It will no longer act aa clearing
agent for tne sant Bide Bank.

Thia notice was a:nt out by the Bhoe
and Leather Bank to all the banks Iin the
Clearing-Houss Association In its ex-
changes this morning.

A very few momnenta after this notlce
reached the Clearing-House Manager
Sherer received a telephone message
from State Bank Examiner Judson, say-
Ing that he wus In charge of the East
Side BHark.

His action Is the result of a special
examination which was begun a few
days ago by State Bank Superintendent
Prewton, who heard that the affairs of
the bank were not in a satlsfactory
condition. He at once senlL his men
under Mr. Judson to make s thorough
examination.

Prealdent Manners was very Indignant
because the Buperintendent started the
examination on what Mr. Manners
clalmed were simply maliclous reports,

He sald that the bank waa In excel-
lent condition, had a good surplus and ita
reserve was away above the legal re-
quirement.

Mr. Judson's examination, which was
completed Ilast night, shows that within
the last sixty days the bank has lost
over §180,000 of its deposits;
surplus Is gone; that there In & very
