delay to ferry traffic this mornlnr.
navigation was not Impeded to such an
extent as yesterday, especially In the
North Itlver.

The high westerly gales which heaped
up the drift lee In the docks and ferry
slips yesterday bas subsided, and the
outgoing tide has carried most of It Into
the harbor.

What wind there was came from the
north, and old navigators eald this would
prevent the Ice from coming back when
the tide turned.

A wide stretch of broken cakes and
hummocks floated slowly down In mid-
stream,I but the ferry-boat- s seemed to
have no difficulty In cutting their way
through It.

The boats of the Chambers street and
those of the Pennsylvania, New Jersey
Central and Hobokon lines were all run-
ning on regular time this morning, and
none of the passengers complained of
delays.

It was a great Improvement over yes-
terday, when the slips on this side of
the river were so Jammed with Ice that
In some cases It was Impossible to make
a landing.

The ferries on the east side of the
city did not faro ao well, for the narrow
channel was filled with floating Ice from
shore to shore. The boats on the Thlr-ty-nin- th

street ferry, from the Battery
to South Brooklyn, were greatly delayed
and ran very Irregular.)'.

Down the tlay.
An Immense field of Ice drifted down

the bay with the ebb tide this morn-
ing. The Ice was bo heavy and com-?a- ct

that inward bound steamers and
going up the bay found

much difficulty in getting through it.
At 11 A. M., off Quarantine, the Ice
reached from the Staten Island to the
Long Island shore.

Ice In Channel nnd Harbor.
The channel between Governor's Isl-

and and the Brooklyn shore was chokedup with a mass of drift Ice, which was
frozen solid In many places. The cur-
rent had not been strong enough to
curry It away, and the ferry-boa- ts could
force thtlr wav through It only with
difficulty. Oftentimes they would come
to a standstill, and have to back and
forge ahead again at full speed to over-
come tho obstructions.

The other east-sid- e ferries did not
suffer so much, although they were all
more or --less Impeded.

The steamer Pilgrim, of the Fall Itlver
line, came In on time this morning, but
her officers reported that the channel
from Whltestone down the East River
was filled with floating Ice. Several
smaller steamboats on the Sound lines
were delayed from one to two hours
after they reached the East River chan-
nel.

The upper harbor, as seen from theBattery pier, was one unbroken stretch
of floating ice. The little Liberty Isl-
and boat was making Its regular trips.

It was reported at the offices of the
Staten Island Ferry Co. that all the
boats were running regularly this morn-
ing and there had been no serious de-
lays,

Hudson Itlver Frnsen Over.
It Is reported that the Hudson is now

completely froien over, from DobbsFerry to Albany, and that teams can
bo driven over at almost any point.

The Icemen have had an easy time of
It this )er, as tnoy did not have to
wait for the present cold snap to take
In their season's supply. It is said thecrop ot Ice already harvested this year
Is the largest on reconl .

All the Icehouses up the river are filled
to their utmost capacity, a fact which
city people will no doubt recall with sat-
isfaction when the time comes around
for dealers to talk of and
high prices.

On the police boat Patrol, Capt. Cope-lan- d

and his ofilcers are holding them-
selves In readiness for any emergency.

Marges and canal-boat- s lying at many
of the dock along both the East and
North Rivers have been frozen fast at
their moorings. This Is the condition
of things nt the Erie and Atlantic Ba-
sins and In Gowanus Canal.

It Is reported that the snowdrifts
and zero weather have cut off the people
of Cunarsle, Barren Island and half a
dozen other little resorts around Jamaica
Bay from the outside world. On Barren
Island there are four or five hundred
people who have not been reached since
the storm, as the boats which run there
hnvo ben prevented by the weather
from making their usual trips. A jour-
ney there by hoat at tho present time
would Involve alt the perils of on Arctic
exploration.

Mctlma of (he Cold.

Inquiry at that address
showed that Mr. Lauchman Is alive and
we'.l. He knew nothing about the dead
man.

An unknown man was found uncon-
scious from cold at I o'clock this morn-
ing at Park Row and Duane street, and
removed to lliuson street Hospital, ne
lo abjut forty )oars old, o feet 5
Inches tall, light hair and mustache. He
was dresseU In a gray coat and vest,
dark trousers and gray cap.

Illnnrnpolls lu Trouble1.
The bav nnd harbir this afternoon

CARS SNOWED UNDER.

Train on the Manhattan nearh Road
Ilurled nt Ford a Corners.

The entire population of Canarsle vil-

lage, numbering 14,000 people, were cut
oft from communication with the outer
world for twenty-fou- r hours ending this
morning by great snow drifts that
blocked the roads to East New York
and heaped up fifteen feet high on the
railroad tracks. Even y a portion
of the village Is Still snowed In, as the
tracks of the Manhattan Beach road are
burled under huge drifts

Two engines and a tratn of cars on

this road are snowed under at Ford's
Corners.

Ever rlnce the recent snowfall the
residents of Canarsle have Pad the ut-

most difficulty In travelling about. All

the roads were blocked, and the only

means of travel were by the Manhat-
tan Beach and Canarsle Railroads. But
when travel was blocked on these two

roads, matters began to look acrlous and
the Inhabitants of the village wondered
how long they were to be hemmed in.
The prospect of snow y enly added
to their fears.

At 6.45 o'clock yesterday morning the
biggest engine on tho Canarsle road,
the Wlllam W rner, nnd unother loco-
motive wth one car, started out to plow
u path through the snow drift.

Al Vandeveer's cut the train was com-
pletely snowed under. The drifts closed
up over tho cars nnd engines and they
were soon hurled out of sight. The crew
deserted the train nnd made their way
back to the railroad office.

A gang of seventy-llv- u men were sent
out to shovel away tho drift. They
worked all day and a part ot last night
and succeeded In clearing the snow
away to sui-- on extent that at 6 45

this morning the stalled train was able
to move on Its way. It took all the pow-
er of two engines, however, to pull the
single car over the road.

Thirty-fiv- e men were then put to work
shovelling the snow, and at 9 o'clock
trains were running through the cut on
schedule time. There was every pros-
pect this morning that travel on the
Manhattan Bench road will be blocked
for several days unless a plough Is Bent
to force Its way through the high drifts.
All the telephone wires were broken
until thl.s morning.

Barren Island, with Its 500 Inhabitants,
has also been Isolated for several days,
as It Is Impossible for the boats to force
their way through the Ice.

of Three Per Cents.
Street-Cleanin- g Commissioner Waring

went before the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment this afternoon and ex-

plained about the oil.OOO dellclt,
when announced at a former meeting
of the Board was such a mirprlse.

Col. Waring said the money had been
spent clearing away the snow, and he
had no reflections to cast on his former
chief clerk.

Since Jan. IS. Col. Waring stated, he
had spent I77.6M in the removal of snow,
and that Included the deficit and the
J18.000 transferred at the meeting of the
Board some time ar;a.

"Then, If we have more snow we shall
have to mako another transfer?" asked
Comptroller Fitch

"Certainly," replied Col. Waring. "If
you want clean streets you must pay
well for them."

Tl.e Commissioner said he had cleaned
314 miles of streets every snowfall,
against twenty-si- x miles cleaned by his
predecessor.

Col. Waring declared that If the Ameri-
can citizenship law, as applied to the
Street-Cleanin- g Department, was re-
pealed the snow could be removed much
more cheaply. The contractors, he
said, could get more work out of their
men at 11.50 a day than he could under
the new law by paying 12 a day.

Mayor Strong said ho didn't favor the
repeal of the law. "Whatever extra It
costs the city goes into the pockets of
tlia laVinrcm ha said.

Comptroller Fitch said he was ready to
accept Col Waring explanation of the
deficit, and moved that the transfer of
tho IJo.OOO asked for be made, which was
done,

The Barney Dumping Company matter
was then taken up.

The committee appointed to Investi-
gate the conditions existing between
the dumping company and the city re-

ported that the company refused flatly
to accept less than 30 a day for the
use of eacl of Its scows, and would
not enter Into a contract with the
city for a shorter term than three
yThe company also demanded the pay-

ment of 30.O0O for services rendered
since Nov. 15 on the 30 a day basis,
or the servlco would be withdrawn.

Comptroller Fitch said there was no
getting away from the fact that the
Barney Company had the city at a dis-
advantage, and was rubbing It In.

As there waB no alternative, the bill
was ordered to be paid, and the city
will have to submit to tho extortion
until some other means of gcttlug rid of
the refuse can be found.

Comptroller Fitch then made a state-
